Mr. Perkins informed council members of the following developments:

Permission was asked of Mr. Perkins to tour the former middle school/high school building complex. Mr. Perkins did not grant permission. The buildings are a danger liability, and would not present a positive picture/pictures.

There is a tree on the boulevard area at the corner of North Avon Avenue and Chestnut Street that is in the way of a fiber optic line. Perhaps the City Tree Committee can take a look at this problem area

Mr. Perkins informed council members of a request from the School District of Phillips to utilize the Young Scientists building as a site for an Alternative Education Program, if agreeable with the current ccupant, Marquip, Inc. Mr. Perkins stated that this building would be included in development plans of the former middle school/high school building complex, if said plans proceed.

Deputy City Clerk/Treasurer Revak explained a procedure for invoice review to council members. Council members proceeded to review invoices of the utility and general government.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to pay the invoices as presented in the total amount of $100,774.28. Carried. Invoices represent check run dated March 8, 2000.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain authorizing Mayor Hienningfeld and Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux to sign amendment number two pertaining to an agreement with Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. for engineering services for the Phillips Wastewater Treatment Plant. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Michalec granting permission to Big Brothers Big Sisters of Price County to utilize the hall area for a Volunteer Appreciation Banquet on April 9, 2000, with a security deposit of $75.00.  Carried.

Motion by Mr. Michalec, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel granting permission to Marianne Ashley to rent the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on October 14, 2000, for a fee of $250.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel granting permission to Cheryl L. Janacek to rent the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on June 9, 2001, for a fee of $250.00. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain granting permission to correctional officers to utilize the hall area for training on April 3 and April 14, 2000, with a security deposit of $75.00. Carried.

Council committee representatives presented reports of the past months activities.

Motion by Mr Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to adjourn. Carried
