Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on July 3, 2001.

President Perkins called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

The following are public comments:

Mr. Duane Grube: The traffic count at the corners of County Highway F, State Highway 13 and Airport Road, have decreased over the past several years. I feel that traffic signals are not needed at this location.

Mr. Ron Herman: According to the National Safety Council, 8% of 100% of highway deaths are caused by motorists running red lights. I am not in ivor of the traffic signals proposal at the location of County F, Highwa 3 and Airport Road.

Mr. Russell Habeck, Dept. of Transportation: Based on lack of significant accident history and proposed cost, the DOT has reservations over the validity of the traffic signals proposed project.

Police Chief Moore: The highway lane system currently in place at this location has helped considerably regarding traffic safety.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to receive and place on file the minutes of meetings held in June, 2001. Carried.

Mr. Robert Pieper, Price County Jail Ad-Hoc Committee, briefed council members on plans related to the jail expansion proposal. This proposal could involve the abandonment of Balsam Street and property owned by the City of Phillips.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. McBain to abandon the prop​osed traffic signal project on the corners of County Highway F, State Highway 13 and Airport Road, based on perceived lack of need and projected project cost. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Perkins, Mr. Boho and Mr. McBain. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. McBain allowing security vehicle parking for unloading and loading, as recommended by the Police Committee and Wells Fargo Bank officials. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho denying the request of Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. for a base contract adjustment of price to accommodate meetings with city officials and requested construction status reports on the WWTP Improvements Project. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley approving construction change order dated June 26, 2001, in the amount of $1,875.00 net increase in base contract price to accommodate the adding of valves and valve boxes to a 4” SME line, WWTP Improvements Project, Engineered Products, Inc.

arried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho approving construction change order dated June 26, 2001, in the amount of $6,975.00 net increase in base contract price to accommodate the extension of the 4” SME line from the newly installed 4” gate valve, WWTP Improvements Project, Engineer​ed Products, Inc. Carried.
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Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho approving construction change order dated June 21, 2001, in the amount of $6,107.38 net increase in base contract price to accommodate the burying of a tank foundation, WWTP Improvements Project, Miron Construction Company, Inc. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho granting permission to Ron Cerveny to rent the hall on August 18, 2001, for a wedding reception and dance for a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley granting permission to Donna Bogdan to rent the hall on September 15, 2001, for a wedding recep​tion and dance for a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. McBain granting permission to Diane Tingo to rent the hall on August 3, 2002, for a wedding reception and dance for a fee of $300.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes tabling the request to hire 2 part time patrolmen. Mayor Corcilius has appointment power on this matter. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho to include MOU-PD-45, Child Abuse, into the Phillips Police Department Policies and Procedures Manual, upon the recommendation of the Police Committee. Carried.

Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux read a thank you note received from the Phillips Community Day Care Center for use of the hall area for a pre​school graduation program.

Mr. Kempkes informed council members of his concerns with mobile home parks located within the city limits. He is concerned about upkeep of specific park properties and what other communities do regarding governmental oversight of parks located within community boundary limits.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. McBain to pay invoices total​ing $74,745.80, check numbers 44510 through 44456, as reviewed. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
