COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on May 6, 2003.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council member present as listed below.

The following are public comments:

Mr. Joe Wolf, Chamber of Commerce: Briefed council members on the status of the proposed pavilion to be constructed in Elk Lake Park. $18,000 would be contributed toward construction by the Chamber, and an anticip​ated $15,000 from the Parks Savings Account, City of Phillips. Mr. Wolf presented council members with a copy of correspondence from Canadian National, Wisconsin Central Division, stating that the railroad people do not object to the location of the pavilion building as shown in pro​posed plans submitted by Chamber of Commerce representatives. Mr. Wolf suggested that a representative from the Common Council should be in​volved in this proposed project.

Mr. Ed Miller: I am opposed to the rezoning of property located at 495 South Avon Avenue, from Residential to Commercial, as requested by Mr. Jim Yanich.

Mr. Elvis Presley: 16 people will be receiving a certificate of completion of training related to the Community Emergency Response Team (CERT). Training time involved approximately 20 hours, and was adminis​tered by state officials.

The following is an agenda discusion:item:

Mayor Boho:  Common Council Committees should be given more action authority. Council, and/or Committee motions should be spelled out on the respective meeting agenda, when possible. All invoices submitted for payment consideration should be listed in total 7 days prior to the meeting.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley requesting a weekly progress report from Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. related to the Waste-water treatment plant. Carried.

Meredith Hueckman from The Bee

attended the meeting at 7:14 PM.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley approving the following paint scheme for the water tower located at 146 Balsam Street: Silver should remain Silver, other tower area should be orange, and black lettering. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl restricting use of the city parking lot located at the corner of Chestnut Street and South Lake Avenue to parking only, not vendors. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to close part of the alleyway between the VFW and Stueber’s Laundromat on July 4, 2003, to accommodate a fund raising program hosted by the Price County Area Literacy Council, Inc. Carried.

D.P.W. Staroba informed council members that the free summer help agenda item requires no action. This labor source is no longer available.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu granting a condition​al use permit to Bonnie Ball, Owner of Ball Petroleum, 165 South Lake Avenue, to construct a free standing business sign with sign face footage in excess of 100 square feet, Municipal Code 17.32(l)(c), to be 123 square feet, upon the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission. Conditional upon permission to proceed with construction will be an on-site inspection of the proximity of the fire hydrant to the site of the sign. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay:

None. Carried. The fire hydrant site inspection will be conducted by Fire Chief Pisca.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite the motion action on the Ginger Geng Conditional Use Permit taken at the meeting held on April 8, 2003, as reads, ‘for the construction of a fence on her property described as Lot 8, Block 4, Shaw’s Addition’, is amended to read, ‘to construct a fence not to exceed a total height of 8 feet. The-fence along her property will be similar to the fence from the Menard’s catalog that was presented to the City of Phillips Planning Commission on April 3, 2003.  This fence would be from the front to the rear on Ms. Ginger Geng’s property, approximately 130 feet long.  The fence would run North and South separating Ms. Geng’ s property from the property of Ms. Marie Shukala/Ms. Sharon Shukala, and Bob Voda.  Ms. Ginger Geng would be the sole owner and maintainer of this fence, and further would be required to abide by all city codes pertaining to fences with the exception of the height being 8 foot.  A copy of the Menard’s ad is set forth below.’ Carried.

Mr. Kempkes informed council members that his motion related to action on the request of Jim Yanich for a property zoning change was to allow Mr. Yanich to withdraw his request not acceptance of an offer by Mr. Yanich to withdraw his request.

Mr. Kempkes, Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee, briefed council members on Committee action recommendation on the bid received from Kevin and Barbara Chapman for the former City Hall property. Committee members recommended an increase in bid amount from $40,000 to $45,000.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to award the bid for the former City Hall property located at 146 Balsam Street, to Kevin and Barbara Chapman in the bid amount of $40,000. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mrs. Wenzel, and Mr. Fahl. Alderperson voting nay:  Mr. Presley. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes tabling action on approval of the Phillips Municipal Emergency Operations Plan, until Price County Emergency Government Director Nate Nez, and Alderperson Wenzel have had an opportunity to review the Plan. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Fahl to accept the annual committee assignments as presented by Mayor Boho. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to receive and place on file the minutes of the meeting held on April 8, 2003 with the following amendment to the motion related to the request of Jim Yanich for rezoning of property, strike accepting the offer of, to read, ‘to allow the’, and the amendment of the granting of the Conditional Use Permit to Ginger Geng reflected in this meeting (May 6) minutes. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to receive and place on file the minutes of the meeting held on April 15, 2003. Carried.

Council members discussed changing the meeting date of the regular monthly council meeting from the first Tuesday to the 2nd Tuesday of any month. It was suggested that a public hearing be conducted to consider this change to Chapter 2.02, The Governing Body, Municipal Code, City of Phillips.

Mrs. Wenzel informed council members that the Phillips Area Chamber of Commerce will sponsor an Air Show on July 12, 2003.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley approving payment of invoices reflected on the check register dated May 6, 2003, in the total amount of $239,260.85. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
