COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meetirn held in the council room on September 16, 2003.  

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Others present:  John Hendricks, Mike Henningfeld, Joanne Mabie, Al Lobermeier, John Martwick, Fred Krenzke, and Ryan Stutzman.

Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier informed council members that the department will be receiving a grant through the Homeland Securities Program in the amount of $12,400.00. This grant money will be applied toward the purchase of replacement of (LAPC) squad car radios.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to receive and place on file the minutes of meetings held on August 5, 2003, and August 18, 2003, with an amendment to the August 5, 2003 meeting minutes reflectin appointments of council members Patti Wenzel and Elvis Presley to the Ad Hoc Committee. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel approving payment of invoices in the amount of $454,583.54, upon recommendation of the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to conduct the regular monthly meeting of the Common Council on the second Wednesday of any given month, instead of the second Tuesday. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl to accept the utility water-sewermains, and streets in the Four Seasons Subdivision contingent upon Director of Public Works Staroba’s clearance of the necessary, and appropriate streets signage. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderperson ab​staining: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to table action on purchase of city overhead pictures presented by Mr. Dale Holbrook, Bird’s Eye Aviation. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Namtzu authorizinrg the Mayor to sign the grant prepared by the Phillips Area Chamber of Commerce for the proposed Elk Lake Park Pavilion. The City of Phillips will be the designated originator of the grant application. This action was re​ommended by the Board of Public Works, upon request of Mr. Joe Wolf, resident, Phillips Area Chamber of Commerce. Carried.

Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier stated that the Department of Transportation (DOT) does not approve of the use of portable delineators (Yield To Pedestrian Signs). The DOT feels said signs are more of a traffic danger than a help. City Attorney Marshall did not believe that installation of portable delineators would be a liability issue.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to purchase three portable delineators (Yield To Pedestrian Signs) to be paid for by funds generated through a grant, Citizens Corp, CERT Program. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mrs. Wanzel, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel approving the re​commendation of the Phillips Planning Commission granting a building variance to construct a residential garage extending no closer than 51 feet from the centerline of Flambeau Avenue. Carried. Granted to Jay Reinke.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to change the order of the meeting agenda to accommodate agenda items related to phosphorous limits, wastewater treatment plant. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to consider the Phosphorous Discharge Report Form, phosphorous limits, first compliance date, October 31, 2003, for completion of a wastewater assessment by a industry, second compliance date, February 27, 2004, when industry need to be in compliance with phosphorous limits requirement, subject to a public hearing and action on an amendment to Chapter 13, Municipal Utilities, Municipal Code, City of Phillips. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley adopting resolution number 1039. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1039

A resolution changing the 2003 budget of the City of Phillips, Wisconsin adopted by a unanimous vote of the Common Council.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Phillips as follows:

That the sum of $25,690.00, not reflected in original budget, be ex​pended from budget line item ‘Other Financing Uses’.

That the sum of $10,000.00, not reflected in original budget be expended from CERT Program budget line tem.

That the sum of $40,000.00, not reflected in revenue in the original budget, be reflected in budget line item ‘Sale of City Property’.

Joanne Mabie, a member of the Citizen Corps Board of Directors, briefed council members on Corps activities.

Mr. Kempkes left the

meeting at 7:58 PM.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley tabling the request of the Citizen Corps to retain complete control over grant program expenditures, and formal appointment of the Corps Board of Directors until the regular council meeting to be held on October 8, 2003. Alder-persons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Mrs. Wenzel expressed appreciation to the Master Gardeners, Price County for the judging and awards of yard beautification certificates to property owners.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux distributed the second draft of the Municipal Emergency Operations Plan Guidance to be considered for adoption by the Common Council at the regular meeting to be held on October 8, 2003.

Committee reports were presented by city committee chairpersons. Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Vqenzel to adjourn. Carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:25 PM.
