Of the Board of Public Works at a regular meeting held in the council room on February 9, 2004.

Chairman Fahl called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM. Committee members present: Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson and Patti Wenzel. 

Visitors present: Mayor Boho, Terry Staroba, Barb Revak, Jane Hemlock and Mark Chrouser.

Public Comment:

Mayor Boho:  I want to commend the employees of the Department of Public Works on the prompt snow removal while Mr. Terry Staroba was gone.  Also the quick response and repair of the water line break which Mr. Staroba supervised.

Mrs. Wenzel:  I received a phone call from Ira Hartman on moving the fire works display from Bostrom Park to over by the Beach or an area where the people could be more controlled.  I told him this had been discussed in the past and it was decided to leave them where they are because it is safer.

Mr. Pisca:  The biggest fear is if it were held at the beach people would be in the cemetery and disrupting the stones and graves.

Mrs. Wenzel:  We would also be shooting the fire works at the WWTP or at houses.

Mrs. Wenzel:  I was informed that during the X-Cross snowmobile event the organizers wanted to use the Fire Departments Pumper to make snow and was told no.

Mr. Pisca:  That is correct.  The Pumper is an expensive piece of equipment.  They wanted to use it for two or three days.  The Fire Department didn’t want to take any chances of damages happening to the Pumper and were concerned that it would not be available if they needed to use it.

Ms. Hemlock:  We told the School that we would see what we could do and then let the School know.  We just need money.  Taking down the fence is one of the more expensive items in the bid.
