Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

November 1, 2005

Jeffrey Fahl called the Board of Public Works Committee meeting to order at 5:00 PM.
In addition to Chair Jeffrey Fahl, Committee members Charles Peterson and Linda Johnson were present.  Additionally, John Martwick of the City Water and Sewer Utility, Public Works Director Terry Staroba, John Iverson of Ayres Associates attended the meeting.

December’s meeting will be moved to Wednesday December 7, 2005 at 5:00 PM, Municipal Hall Council Room.

City Clerk-Treasurer spoke with Cathy Moritz when she came in to pay her water bill.  Mary presented an agenda to Cathy for the meeting, and told Cathy she would mail out each agenda to her for the monthly meetings in the event she and/or her family would like to attend the BPW meeting and discuss the possible land purchase for the North Business Park.

John Martwick addressed three issues from the Water Sewer Utility:  the treatment plant roof, UV for disinfectant treatment, and the furnace/air conditioning unit on the roof of the treatment plant.

The Treatment Plant roof is in tough shape.  Thought the current roof has been patched, the 1982 roof is in rough shape and in need of replacement.  The roof replacement is complicated by the fact that the furnace and air conditioner (which has never worked) sits on the roof.  John explained the attempts to resolve the furnace/air conditioning failures and attempted resolutions.  The Loan with the DNR’s Wisconsin Fund is still open and has not been resolved due to this issue. John explained that he would like two more weeks to work with Kempfer (the contractor) to try to resolve this issue.    The man who engineered the furnace “blew it”.  The furnace company maintains they sold the parts to the contractor, but the design was “over engineered” and never worked. The roof will need to be replaced next year. The treatment facility would like to change procedures from chlorine gas to UV (ultraviolet) treatment. Three years ago, the cost was prohibitive. Not only is chlorine gas dangerous to work with, but the facility has exceeded limits.  In the next year or two, the UV process, at$35,000-$40,000 unit plus the engineering fees, should be put in place.  Very possibly the roof, furnace/air conditioning and the system for disinfections may need replacement.
A motion was made by Chuck Peterson that the City must inform Elk River Septic that the Phillips’ Treatment facility cannot handle their waste. Motion was seconded by Linda Johnson.  Motion carried. 
Linda Johnson made a motion supporting the decision to use the Argyle Street project to apply for the MSIP-D grant with John Iverson from Ayres Associates writing the grant application.  Chuck seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

John Iverson briefly described information from the city required for winning grant application.  Pictures of the street and letters of support will be solicited and gathered for the application.

Tree removal will be part of the Argyle Street Plan.  During the last Argyle Street Project in 1982, all the trees that survived the storm were saved if at all possible.  The crews cut roots of trees to put in the sidewalks.  John Iverson will decide what trees will be removed.  Ayres Associates will work with the Phillips Tree Committee and Linda Wind Moeller to ascertain three appropriate tree species for replacement of removed trees.

The current storm sewer is too small to handle the water on Argyle.  Engineering will address the design and routing of the storm water.

Councilman Elvis Presley requested the handicapped accessibility at Elk Lake Park’s Fishing Ramp.  Elvis did not attend the meeting.  More specific information is needed to improve the alleged problem.
Pat Beringer from Department of Natural Resources will be sending information regarding city deer hunts for Council Members and the Mayor to review.  He will present at the next BPW meeting and Council meeting in December to answer any questions.
The Elk Lake Park Pavilion project will need $90,000 in fundraising and in-kind, unless very fine benefactors come forward.  The Committee is considering a yearly fundraising goal of $30,000 for three consecutive years.

Public Works Director Terry Staroba reported that the fall sewer maintenance is completed and all fire hydrants are flushed.
