Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

March 7, 2006

Chair Jeffrey Fahl called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM in the Council Room at the Municipal Building.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Charles Peterson, Linda Johnson and Mayor Joseph Boho were present for the meeting.  Also in attendance were Tree Committee Chair Linda Windmoeller, City Engineer John Iverson from Ayres Associates and Mary Willett, Clerk.

April 6, 2006 was set as the next regular meeting for the BPW.

Linda Windmoeller handed out the trees designated at risk following the last evaluation with the Committee and the Arborist.  She will be present at the next Council meeting to explain the process and the Committee’s findings.

Linda Johnson/Chuck Peterson motioned the acceptance of the minutes of the February 7, 2006 Committee meeting.

Jeffrey Fahl opened the bids for the Argyle Street project and handed them to John Iverson for recording.  Five bids were opened: $1,104,471.00 bid from Switlick & Sons, $!,209,761.70 from J & L Excavating, LLC., $1,224,850.10 from A-1 Excavating, $1,384,863.00 from Woelske, and $1,179,685.55 from Pember.  All had bid bonds.  Mr. Iverson will check over the bids and post on the bid info cite.

The Committee discussed the Hillcrest Street situation with the need for an access to Highway 13 for the Industrial Park.  The City would like to proceed with an information gathering to discover what options are available for this acquisition with the City Attorney.

Jeffrey Fahl motioned to prepare a survey regarding the abundance of deer in the City and to mail it out to the City residents.  Charles Peterson seconded.  Carried.

Jeff Wolf passed out proposed 5-year agreements for consideration with Waste Management.  Jeff has proposed preparing the agreements to reflect a 0% increase for 2007, and a 2% increase for each additional year of the contracts for the recycling and waste transfer station. Charles Peterson motioned acceptance of the proposal, and Linda Johnson seconded.  Carried.
Quotations were opened for the Dump Truck.  Monroe Truck Equipment bid $45,066.00, Team Marshfield quoted $45,500.00 and V & H quoted $61,839.00.

Motion by Linda Johnson, and second by Charles Peterson to recommend to Council the agreement with the County Sheriff’s Department for the MARC antennae on the water tower.  Carried.
Charles Peterson moved adjournment and Linda Johnson seconded.  Adjourned at 6:24 PM.
