Meeting Minutes
Board of Public Works

May 2, 2006

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM in the Council Room of the Municipal Hall.  Charles Peterson, Dorothy Hanish and Mayor Jeff Fahl attended. Additionally, John Martwick, Terry Staroba, John Iverson, Merlin “Mush” Switlick, and Mary Willett were also present.

The next Board of Public Works meeting will be held on June 6, 2006 at 5:00 PM.  

Mush Switlick predicted a June 10, 2006 start date for the Argyle project.  He said that additional bids were accepted for his company. Though there may be a later start, Mr. Switlick felt confident the job will completed as planned.

Mike Reed appeared before the committee and presented a tentative ATV route for the City of Phillips.  He would like to appear at the June BPW and the June City Council meeting.  The ATV group’s goals is to facilitate the creation of a year-round ATV trail (except during breakup) from Ogema, WI to Michigan.  Mike is open to questions and comments.
Peterson/Hanish motioned to accept the minutes of the April 6, 2006 Board of Public Works meeting.  Carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to check the pricing for portable toilets and to accept the best bid under $900.00 for the Elk Lake Park locations, and approve the use of funds from savings, if need be.  Carried.
Linda Windmoeller, Chair of the Tree Committee, reported current status with the Committee’s actions.  Currently, the Tree Committee is over budget.  If the Committee finishes the goals set forth in the 2005 Urban Tree Grant, DNR liaison Don Kissinger said that the full funds will be released earlier – a 30 day payout.  THE Committee needs to about $2,000 to finish the commitments to receive $8,938.00 back from the grant funds.  7-8 trees need to be planted, the literature rack needs to be purchased and installed by the City Office, cages to protect the trees from deer need to be purchased and placed, and stumps need to be ground and the Boom lift needs to be rented.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to authorize the stump grinding and tree supplies as needed to complete the Urban Tree grant obligations.  Carried.

Peterson/Johnson motioned to authorize the City Attorney to draft a letter initiating legal action with Kaempfer Inc. regarding the furnace/air conditioner issues at the Water Treatment Plant.  Carried.

John Martwick requested a change in the fenol limits in the City’s fenol limits.  Peterson/Johnson motioned to recommend to the full City Council the change in the fenol limits from .o8 mg/L to 1.0 mg/L to 130.09(4)(e) of the City of Phillips Municipal Code. Carried.  There is no problem with regulations.  This is in line with the State and Federal regulations.

Clerk Willett brought forward the possibility of changing the computer access from dial-up to DSL for the Public Work’s Director’s computer and the Water Sewer Utility Supervisor’s computer.  The committee recommended that Willett contact the phone company and make the arrangements.

Public Works Director Staroba said a letter needs to be sent to the Heindl Funeral Home from the City’s legal counselor stating that their trees have been removed from the City’s List.  Also, the letter needs to state clearly that the funeral home insurance will be responsible for the liability of the trees – and not the City’s.
Dawn Olson, President of Youth Baseball, presented the plan for a concession stand with water and bathrooms with a storage closet. The group has been fundraising for 12 years to build this facility.  The portable toilets don’t work well for the Memorial Park ballpark area.  Dawn has spoken with plumbers – most of Phillips is built on a swamp, and the closest fire hydrant is one block away. So they will need to put in a holding tank.  The group hopes to be able to build this year. 

Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the full City Council to approve the construction of the holding tank/bathroom/concession for Memorial Park, providing all plans meet with all regulations.  Carried.

Dawn will try to work with the Phillips’ School building class and attempt to secure more grant dollars.  Dawn will drop off the plan to City Hall when completed.

The Board examined and reviewed invoices for the Public Works Department.

Chuck Peterson introduced information from AED defibrillators, and recommended purchasing them for the City.  The Masonic group has a program for acquiring defibrillators.  The City Clerk will check with the group to see if the City qualifies for a grant.
Switlick & Sons is anticipating beginning work in the alleys on either side of Argyle Avenue between Chestnut and Maple on May 22, 2006.  The Board instructed Clerk Willett to notify all of the affected residents.  Switlick & Sons will complete the work in both alleys just prior to commencing work on Argyle Avenue.

John Iverson introduced an amendment to the contract between Ayres Associates and the City of Phillips which will save the City approximately $20,000.  Brian Kerner and Mike Longfield will work as local inspectors on the Argyle project.  John Iverson will sit down with them and instruct them.  The City of Medford has been doing this for ten years.  John Iverson said that the local inspectors become quite proficient after they do 2 or 3 jobs.  John Iverson or a tech from Ayres will be in the City on Wednesdays for the weekly meetings.  Contract amendment signed.
Wednesday May 10, 2006 at City Hall, the pre-construction meeting will be held.

Public Works Director’s main concern is getting the Argyle Project going.  Currently, the Public Works Department is down two men – Brian is still injured and the summer help has not been hired yet.

Peterson/Hanish motioned adjournment.  Meeting closed at 7:00 P.M.
