Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting to order at 5:04 P.M.  Present at the meeting:  Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Jeffrey Fahl, City Attorney Bruce Marshall, Terry Staroba, John Martwick, John Iverson, and Clerk Mary Willett.

Dear City of Phillips,

We recently purchased the 116 South Lake facility. We are planning to renovate this
building for a commercial business rental, add a new business, and to renovate the upstairs
apartments due to a fire earlier this year.

I have a question for the city. I want to create a Handicap ramp with an overhead roof
starting towards the back of this building along the north side towards the front. This ramp
will serve as an entrance to the North side of the building where we will have 2 business
entrances along with the entrance in front. I’m looking at a space of about 4.5 to 5 feet.

To comply with ADA, we need to have wheel chair access. The first floor height is not at
ground level in the front and there is limited space in front of the building to place a ramp
and new stairs.

What is my option from the City of Phillips? I believe there is enough room to make
this happen and still not disrupted the parking lot.

Please let me know how I am to proceed with this project.

The City will work cooperatively with the Moons for handicapped access in the sidewalk space on the front of the building.

John Martwick reported that the air handling unit was removed from the roof today.  New roof is going on Tuesday.  The UV unit will arrive October 15th.  The City does not chlorinate after October 1st.  

John announced his intent to retire in 2007.  He plans to work 2 days a week in April and 1 day a week in May and be completely retired by June 1, 2007. John will update the job description immediately with the City Attorney and Terry Staroba so the job replacement process can commence.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to direct Public Works Director Terry Staroba to apply for a permit with Wisconsin DOT for an additional crosswalk on Highway 13 South near the intersections with Avon and Peterson Drive.  Carried.
The City’s property insurance through the State of Wisconsin has agreed to pick up the claim for the skate park damage caused by the fire.  Unbeknownst to Clerk Willett, the skate park had never been added to the City’s policy.  It will be added with the updates due to the State in October.

Bruce Marshall reported that ATV ordinance information will be ready for the working session to be conducted during the October 3rd BPW meeting.  He has received the ATV power point that Willett sent to him from the DNR, and he has been receiving updated information from the City of Park Falls regarding changes intended to the ordinance being used as a model for Phillips’.

Clerk Willett shared the letter to be sent requesting partnerships and shared funding opportunities to likely groups.  Preparations to send the letter with a color schematic drawing of the pavilion will proceed.
The Deer Management Plan working session is set for 6:00 P.M. on Tuesday September 26, 2006 in the Council Room at Municipal Hall.

John Iverson noted the changes he made to Switlick’s pay request #3.  Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the change orders as presented by John Iverson – 12 in all.  Carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to recommend payment of the Argyle Street Project bill -Switlick’s #3 pay request - of $300,908.99 with the corrections added by Engineer John Iverson.  Carried.

John Iverson reported that the Argyle Street Project is going particularly well.  Next Tuesday the crew should be staking for the curb and gutter.  Wednesday the strings will be placed and Thursday and Friday the curb and gutter should be poured – the next week at the latest.  
Jon Iverson and Ayres will follow up with the DOT personnel who have received the information from Clerk Willett regarding the North Business Park access.  Mark Ratty is the DOT connection for the access approval out of Rhinelander.

Terry Staroba reported that the fill between Takco and Compumold is done.  The fill by Ken’s Carpet and between Marschke and Dynamo are all from the Street project.  All fill is going to areas in the City of Phillips.

Attorney Bruce Marshall presented the Release that will be used by Public Works Director when the parking lot and alley are resurfaced at Copps grocery store.  The release follows:

The City of Phillips was requested to allow the adjacent private property owner, The
Copps Corporation, to perform certain work on City property, specifically, that portion of the
public alleyway in Block 5 of Original Plat of City of Phillips lying westerly in front of the
main customer entrance of the Copps IGA building. The City granted such permission.

The City of Phillips has now inspected the privately-performed work and accepts
that it has been done in a workmanlike manner at no direct cost to the City of Phillips.
Accordingly, the City hereby releases and forever discharges The Copps Corporation and
The Copps Corporation’s insurers, as well as their principals, agents, representatives and
additional insurance carriers from any and all rights, claims, demands and damages of any
kind, known or unknown, existing or arising in the future, resulting from or related to
personal injuries or property damage, arising from road and/or parking lot paving upon the
City’s alleyway referenced above, which work was done on

This release shall not destroy or otherwise affect the rights of either the adjacent
property owner, The Copps Corporation, or the City of Phillips to the extent that either of
them or any third persons claim personal injuries or property damage arising from the
actual workmanship of third parties, whether agents of the adjacent property owner, The
Copps Corporation, or otherwise.
