Meeting Minutes
Board of Public Works

September 8, 2008

Chair Linda Johnson called the BPW meeting to order at 3:15 p.m.

Present:  Mayor Fahl, Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Dorothy Hanish, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Mike Hladilek, Kim Bakken and Mary Willett.

The October BPW meeting was set for Tuesday October 7th at 5:00 p.m.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to accept the minutes of the August 5, 2008 BPW meeting as presented.  Carried.

NWRP selected the City of Phillips for the Business Enterprise Center partnership.  Engineering has begun, bids will be let in the early spring and the building is slated for completion in July 2009.

Mike Stoffel did a CIP recap for the BPW committee.

Jeff Wolfe notified the city offices that he has several options for yard waste disposal for the city, but has not brought forward the proposals yet.

The Kohler manufacturer’s representative met with officials at the pavilion on August 26th.  No demo toilet was brought forward.  The rep did say that this particular toilet was redesigned because of the way it flushed.  Apex specified three toilets – this is the one Jakel chose.  Mike Stoffel said that Bob Brown (architect from Ayres) still suspects a venting issue for the cause of the poor flushing.

The air blow dryers arrived last week.  Electrician Greyling Brandt will install them in the restrooms at the pavilion Thursday September 11th.

Chuck Holoubek has been cleaning and checking on the restrooms at the pavilion.  This past Saturday he filled the towels and toilet paper and cleaned up and left about 11 a.m.  Today when he returned to check on everything there was a mess in the restrooms:  pop bottles, pop cans and paper towels were stuffed in toilets in an attempt to block them – urine was sprayed around and paper was wadded up wet and thrown on the ceiling.  All is cleaned up at this time.
Mike Hladilek and Kim Bakken presented a proposal for installing a four camera video security monitoring motion controlled system to determine who may be vandalizing and also to be a crime deterrent.  The cameras would be mounted outside of the restroom and aluminum signs will be posted which notice to the public that a surveillance system is in effect. Mike and Kim would be available for warranty and troubleshooting and would install the system.  The estimated cost is between $2,000 and $3,500.  Peterson/Hanish motioned to authorize and expenditure up to $3,500 for Mike Hladilek and Kim Bakken to install the system as described.  Carried.
Mike and Kim will prepare the specifications so the City of Phillips can order the parts and then they will install the system.

Mike Stoffel reported that Leah Ness, Ayres Traffic Engineer will have the traffic counts finalized and the Impact Analysis done soon.  All will be presented to the Wisconsin DOT for the processing of the Access permit.
Clerk Willett requested cost projections from Mike Stoffel and Ayres Associates for the intersection costs. Though the intersection in TID #4 eligible, funds will be borrowed for the project and the loan will be repaid through the TID #4 funds.

Basketball hoops:  Chuck Peterson followed up by checking out the posts, backboards and hoops.  The posts, backboards and hoops are fine.  Chuck will get the chain nets from Menards in the spring.  He has the contact and product information needed for the replacement next spring.

Alley way by Phillips Service Center and Highway 13.  Nothing new to report.

City Beach Buildings:  Nothing has been done yet with the buildings.  The committee advised Director Staroba to remove them at the August meeting and repeated the request.  
City Deer Hunt:  4 people showed (1 a hunter) up for the first city hunt course on Thursday August 28th.  No one has hunted yet.  The Clerk’s office has a list of bow hunters requesting the city hunt course.  The season started Saturday September 6th.

Judy Silvernail from the Phillips Chamber Office contacted Terry Staroba about tables and barricades for the Chamber’s Fall Festival Saturday September 27th.

The City office will email the phone number for Waste Management to the Phillips Chamber so the Chamber can make arrangements for the garbage during the festival.

The Public Works and Water Department have been digging up service areas to access water laterals to replace defective water service valves.  Some of the roadways are in need of hot mix – the cold mix is not holding.  Terry will contact the County highway department for some hot mix for the Elm and Balsam Street patches.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 4:29 p.m.
