Meeting Minutes

Board of Public Works

Tuesday April 6, 2010

Chair Linda Johnson called the meeting of the Phillips Board of Public Works to order at 5:00 p.m.

Present:  Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Mayor Fahl, Jeff Williams, Bronson Thalacker, Mike Stoffel, Darin Baratka (left 5:46), Mark Brzeskiewicz (left 5:42), Mike Longfield, Todd Toelle, Jean Hrabak (left 5:32) and Barb Revak.

Next meeting was set for Tuesday May 4, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.

Peterson/Johnson motioned to approve the minutes of the March 2, 2010 meeting.  Carried.

During Public comment parking for the Log Jam Festival was discussed.  Mark Brzeskiewicz on behalf of the Chamber of Commerce would like to run the parking area over by the white goods building.  There was discussion about restoration, responsibility and cost of parking the cars.  City Attorney should write something up about addressing these issues.  Mark would like the money that is generated to be used for fixing up the city parks.
Put this on the agenda for next month.

Jacob Olson would like to do an Eagle Scout project at Elk Lake Park.  He would like to put up a basket ball court.  Mayor Fahl suggested looking at what else could go down there and plan around it.  Johnson suggested the area between the pavilion and the parking lot.

Put this on the agenda for next month.
July 4th craft fair overnight parking was discussed.  Jean Hrabak will get a list of vendors and overnight parkers to the city and the city will get her parking permits to fill out.  Jean called Mark Janko and got what was needed from him.
Discussion on Phillips Plating water issues:  Water was taken directly from the well.  The city is still in compliance but would like to help Phillips Plating out.  Talk of just running well #5 on the week-end but would have to be switched over manually.  They have to exercise all the wells at least once a week.  If they would shut down well # 5 and have a fire they would have to start it back up.  The best option at this time would be to rehab well #5 and use the money in the state savings account titled projects.
Peterson/Johnson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to Rehab well #5 with funds from the state water sewer saving account titled projects. Carried
Discussion on ATV trails.  Mayor Fahl found some paper work.  Johnson find out when next ATV meeting is going to be.

Business park access road project update:

Stoffel – preconstruction meeting 4/19 @ 1:30 at city hall.  Starting May 1st.  No detours. Lepke is going to take the evergreen and poplar.  Some of the hardwood has been taken put the rest out for bids.  About 5 pulp cord.
Campground grant needs to have a current Recreation plan.  Mike Stoffel will have his office do the grant if we get him our old plan.

The garage has a new recycling bin from a company out of Hayward.  They won’t charge unless they have to make a special trip to pick the stuff up.  Frank Vlach could watch the bin 2 hrs/week.

Some issues about the water/sewer employee schedule in regards to working weekends and holidays were addressed.  Bronson put together a written policy spelling out details of the water/sewer work schedules and comp time earned.

Peterson/Johnson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the policy presented by Director of Public Works Thalacker. Carried
Summer help for the street department was discussed and it was decided to let Jeff decided who to hire.  Linda recommended that Casey come back.
