Meeting Minutes - Amended
Committee of the Whole

July 10, 2012
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30p.m.

Mike Stoeffel talked about the new campground and handed out a map of the proposed layout.
General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for Aug 7, 2012 at 5:30 p.m.

Reinke/Johnson motioned to approve the minutes from June 6, 2012 meeting.  Carried
City updates:  Mayor Peterson talked about the land acquisition from the City of Phillips in regards to the airport expansion.  PCEDA wants to get a website going and they may have funds if the city would like to put up a sign by the Business Park.
Clerk updates:  Collecting water sewer bills and tax bills.  The Pavilion is being used a lot, especially in the month of July. Hall rentals are 2 in August and 4 in September.  The back room by the tables and chairs has been painted.  Had some free labor available so we took advantage of it.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Private Well and holding tank:  Maronne’s presented a request to the Council for a Private well to supply water to a fish tank they plan on having in their new business.  City Attorney Marshall would like to make sure that the state of Wisconsin has no problems with this.  Director Thalacker put together a cross connection agreement that the city would have the Maronne’s sign.  The well would be metered for the water that would be going down the sewer.
Reinke/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve a private well at 1424 N Lake Ave. with a standalone water system for the minnow tanks, a city water main for all other facilities with a 1” commercial meter and consideration for well water discharge with a metered private well contingent on City Attorney Marshall’s verification that installation of a private well is legally authorized under Wisconsin law.  Carried.  
The Banner system:  When Director Thalacker talked with members of the VFW and they seem OK with using the south side of their lot.  Hanish stated she also talked with the VFW and received the same response but asked for it in writing that she has not received yet.
Arcade Street bid opening:  Only one bid was received from American Asphalt.  There are two separate grants for arcade street improvements.  The total bid amount is $27,055.79.  The city has to come up with half of the money and the rest will be grant funds.  This is a 50-50 grant.  Bronson Thalacker was directed to go with American Asphalt.  

Licensing - Hanish

Stephanie Raskie asked permission to set up and sell food down at Lionite Park.  She has specialty foods and try’s to give back to the community by sponsoring special sales and donate some of the funds back.

Reinke/Johnson motioned to allow Stephanie Raskie to setup and sell food at Lionite Park.  Carried

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Old water tower repair:  It could cost as much as $100,000 to fix.  This is something that needs to be done per the inspection company and the DNR.  There is a ladder system that doesn’t meet code, a ventilation the needs to be fixed and inside cleaning etc. This will have to be planned for in the near future.  It will be 2014 before the DNR comes to inspect the water tower.  Maybe able to get a grant or low interest loan.  It would need to also be painted.  The tower could possibly have lead paint on it.  This upgrade could last as long as 15 years.
There was discussion on a rate increase for the water/sewer bills.  Rather than wait and have a large increase it would be easier for have small increases every other year.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the Simplified Rate Case Application of a 3.2% increase.  Carried
