4. Clerk updates:  Campground report of Revenues at $6,141.65 and expenses at $797.23.  Water/Sewer Revenue Bonds approval will be place on the agenda for next month.

Board of Public Works/Recreation –Klimowski/Tomaszewski
5. Storms Road repaving:  Discussion on ownership of Storms, Hwy 100 and N. Minnow Lake Rd.  Per Jeff Williams it was a verbal agreement that the city would plow and maintain Hwy 100 and Town of Elk would plow and maintain Storms road.  It appears that N. Minnow Lake Rd is all in the City of Phillips.  Town of Elk Chair, Tom Klimowski will get back to the City with a $ amount they are looking for to grind and resurface a portion of Storms Road.  Tom Klimowski thinks it will be about $40,000.  A legal agreement will also be put together to put down in writing who is responsible for what.

6. Heitkemper/Klimowski motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the relocation order and easement map for the septic systems for Well 7.  Carried with Dorothy Hanish abstaining.

7. Clark/Heitkemper motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the highest offer on 1994 GMC truck in the amount of $1,000.27, Ron Peterson.  Carried

8. Vlach/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to annex property located at “Part of the Northeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter of Section 7, Township 37 North, Range 1 East and all of Lot 1 Certified Survey Map No. 392, recorded in Volume 2 CSM, Page 126 as Document No. 203108, said Certified Survey Map No. 392 being a part of said Northeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter, all being in the town of Worcester, Price County, Wisconsin” into the City Limits.  Carried
9. 2014, 2015, 2016 and 2017 street projects:
a. 2014:   Anderson or Kinney with be the mediator.  Mediation on the 2014 project with Jakes’ is being worked on to be scheduled and held at City Hall.
b. 2015:  Final payment has been requested and approved.  This project is finished.

c. 2016:  Construction is complete for this year.  One more pay request coming this winter

d. 2017:  Discussion with Highway commission, they will put down the temporary stripping and then bid it through the contractor and reimburse.  Discussion on detouring the heavy trucks.  Finish plans in February to get bids out in March.  
10. Well #7:  Bids for the Water Mains and Well House will go out in January to award in February.  The well drilling contract has been fully executed.  They are hoping to start drilling in December.
11. Sewer plant and phosphorus update:  Tom Fitzwilliams.

Lake testing was done this summer and presented in a letter to the DNR with a goal of trying to make a case to the DNR that the lake concentration was low. They are being more protective of the lake than the streams and rivers.  MSA requested DNR to consider the change of lakes a unidirectional flowage so the city could have a little higher mg.  Lonn is requested funding to do some other testing to see if our restriction would not need to be so strict.  The City has a plan that needs to be done.  Tom presented an agreement to do the individual economic various.  The income in the City of Phillips would qualify for this but more data needs to be collected.  It will show the DNR how the upgrade would affect the City of Phillips residents.  If we get the variance the City would have time before any project and some of the restrictions might change.  For now we just need to finish the plan and apply for the variance.

Hanish/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the agreement not to exceed $10,000 with MSA.  Carried
12. Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:  Toelle stated there are low readings.  Things are good just waiting for winter.  Temperature around 50 degrees.  Not running chemicals at this time.
Williams:  Plowed snow today, top soil project is done.  Removed the snowmobile bridge but there is a culvert there.  They are doing tree drops on Elk Lake.
