RESOLUTION #1046

A resolution authorizing the submittal of a state grant application by the Common Council and the subsequent appropriation of City of Phillips funds for a Brownfield Site Assessment Grant.

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips recognizes that the remediation and redevelopment of Brownfields is an important part of protecting Wisconsin's resources; and

WHEREAS, in this action the Common Council has declared its intent to complete the Brownfield Site Assessment Grant Activities described in the application of awarded funds; and

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips will maintain records documenting all expenditures made during the Brownfield Site Assessment Grantperiod; and

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips will allow employees from the Department of Natural Resources access to inspect the grant site or facility and grant records; and

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips will submit a final report to the Department which will accompany the final payment request.

IT IS, THEREFORE RESOLVED that the Common Council requests funds and assistance available from the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources under the Brownfield Site Assessment Grant Program and will comply with state rules for the Program; and

HEREBY authorizes the Common Council to act on the behalf of the City of Phillips to: Submit an application to the State of Wisconsin for financial aid for Brownfield Site Assessment Grant purposes, sign documents, and take necessary action to undertake, direct, and complete approved grant activities.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Fahl to set a public hearing date and time of November 29, 2004 at 6:30 PM to receive comments on a proposed amendment to Chapter 7.04, All Night Parking, Municipal Code, City of Phillips. Carried.

Fees currently charged for various services provided by city government should be increased by a given percentage to keep up with costs of services provided.

3.
$2,300 should be deducted from Capital Outlay, Clerk-Treasurer.  $500.00 to be removed from the union negotiation budget line item, Police Department. $2,000 should be deducted from Contract Services Fire Department. $2,600 removed from Capital Outlay, Municipal Building.

4.
$119,407 should be the bottom line city contribution toward the Library budget. $5,000 deducted off of Capital Outlay, Machinery and Equipment. Deduct $5,000 from Major Repairs, Machinery and Equipment. $20,000 of TID Funds could be used to help offset Ambulance per capita charge. $4,000 should be deducted from Capital Outlay, Streets.

5. 
5% increase in base pay and a contribution toward health insurance premiums being considered for city employees at this time.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to present for public hearing a proposed Year 2005 City of Phillips Budget showing total revenue of $1,202,612 and total expenditures of $1,831,282. Proposed city tax levy of $628,670.00. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mrs. Johnson and Mr. Chrouser, Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.
