Public Comment:  Logan Bjork stepped up and introduced himself as a member of Troop 540 and was there for a communication requirement.
DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. Clark/ Hanish motioned to approve July 18, 2017 Council Meeting Minutes as corrected. Carried
2. Heitkemper/ Clark motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $743,933.58. Carried
3. Hanish/ Heitkemper motioned to waive the sellers permits for non-profit organizations selling at events as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried
4. TEA Grant: Travis Nez came to present on the TEA Grant that Phillips Lionite would like the City to apply for on their behalf.  They are still working on a the actual amounts for the improvements that need to be done and the legalities of the grant needed.  This TEA grant is a 50% state and 50% local, meaning that Phillips Lionite would pay for the local percentage of the expenses to the land trust company to receive the other 50% from the state.
5. Heitkemper/ Clark motioned to adopt Phillips Fair Housing Resolution #1178 as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried
6. Heitkemper presented the proposal the City received for the posts and plaques for the memory walk from Phoenix recycling.  A person would purchase a memory tree and the cost of this would cover all expenses to install the posts and plaque, plants and maintain the tree.  They would like to keep the area open and not limited to just the walk way down at the park so trees could be planted in other parks.  All fees and other standards, like tree species, will be determined by DPW.

Hanish/ Klimowski motioned to start a memory walk tree program in the City of Phillips with fees to be determined by DPW as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried
7. Committee Reports:

Ambulance: The ambulances were inspected by the State, and all passed with flying colors. Still really busy.
Library: Friday 8/11 at 1:00pm a story teller is coming for a 1 hour performance.  The summer programs are finished but the reading programs are still going and doing well.
