Ambulance:  Everything going good, they have a temporary budget on file for next year.  New thumpers are the one ambulance.
Library:  On the tail end of the book sale.  Started after school programs on Wednesdays and last week they started their homeschooled programs for Thursdays.  DVD fines also have dropped from $1.00 to $.10 
Chamber: They had discussions on the possibility of getting some new money from the County.  Currently Price County is ranked 65 out of 72 counties in money brought in by tourism.  Annual Banquet is coming up November 13th, the tickets are $30 per person.  They also have 4 new openings and the Business after 5 will be held in 1st quarter instead of 3rd quarter.
