Johnson/LaChance motioned to close the public hearing at 5:33 p.m. Carried.

Johnson/Holoubek motioned to recommend to the Council the language change presented for municipal ordinances 17.08. 17.095, 17.10 and 17.11 to include self-service storage buildings.  The motion carried with no dissent.

Johnson/LaChance motioned to approve the minutes of the May 21, 2009 meeting with the corrections to minutes adding “as conditional uses” and the correction of “not” to “no” in the seventh paragraph.  Carried.

A discussion regarding the permitting for farmer’s markets and flea markets ensued. Bruce Marshall and Mary Willett presented the results of their research on the matter.  Locally, information from Hayward, Rhinelander, Medford, Ladysmith and Thorp was shared.  Additional language for flea markets was obtained through internet searches and was presented by Mary Willett.  Further discussion will continue at the next meeting of the Planning Commission where the definitions, permits and ordinance language will be continued.
