Meeting Minutes

Public Safety

March 28, 2007

Chair Hlavacek called the Public Safety Meeting to order at 5:32 P.M. Following the pledge of allegiance, roll call revealed attendance by:  Bruce Marshall, Jim Pisca, David Sonntag, Michael Hauschild Jay Reinke, Elvis Presley and Mary Willett.

The next meeting was set for April 4th at 6:15 P.M.

Presley/Reinke motioned to approve the minutes of the 2/20/07.  Carried.

The Fire Department is conducting an investigation of a possible repeat.  The hydro-testing is completed.  The Department has received grants of $750 from Georgia Pacific and $1,000 from Ann Marie towards the compressor.  ($5,000 total has been previously received).

Laddy Hlavacek was approached about Jeld Wen’s grant program for communities.  Tom Schroeder is a local employee there.  Committee members and Chief Pisca noted employees at the plant whom they could contact to inquire about grant funds.

Laddy Hlavacek inquired about a waiting list for the fire department.  Chief Pisca told him that there is never a waiting list with this department. Applicants fill out application and the membership votes on the membership: must obtain firefighter training and certifications.  Attorney Marshall provided the Wisconsin § 101.573 & 101.575 regarding fire departments.
Chief Sonntag reported that along with the ordinances, he has been working on the department policy and procedures manual.  The department has been busy with drug activities and enforcements and investigations.  The Phillips’ Police Department has received no information regarding the countywide communications upgrade – the County Sheriff’s Department has been holding back information.  

OJA is funding a training for small town police forces with no SWAT resources available closer than 2 hours – Chief Sonntag wrote the program and NTC was awarded the grant.  Since the Municipal Building is already reserved for the date the training is planned, the training will be held in Park Falls.  Chief Sonntag will be facilitating the event.

The committee proceeded to work on ordinances for possession of controlled substances, possession of drug paraphernalia, prescription drug violation and counterfeit controlled substances.  Chief Sonntag will take the revisions and retype them for the next meeting on Wednesday April 4, 2007.

Reinke/Presley motioned to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 7:43 P.M.
