Following the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call revealed Jay Reinke, Elvis Presley, 
And Mayor Fahl also present.  Additionally, Bruce Marshall, David Sonntag, Jim Pisca, Joe Perkins, Patti Wenzel and Mary Willett were present.

The next meeting was set for Wednesday May 2, 2007 at 5:30 p.m.

Joe Perkins stated that the splash wall was now a non-issue.

Committee reviewed the ordinances for the recommended changes.  Reinke/Presley motioned to recommend to Council that the Ordinances for: possession of controlled substances (9.30), possession of drug paraphernalia (9.31), prescription drug violations (9.32), imitation or counterfeit controlled substances (9.33), disorderly conduct with a motor vehicle (7.03) and disorderly conduct (9.26) be set for public hearing before council.
