Meeting Minutes
Public Safety Committee 

June 6, 2007

Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the meeting of the Phillips’ Public Safety Committee to order at exactly 5:30 p.m.  Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Elvis Presley, Mayor Fahl, Chief David Sonntag, Chief Jim Pisca, Wendy Rodewald, Tracy Ellis, Joe Kuzma, and Mary Willett.

The next meeting was tentatively set for July 9th with a backup date of July 11, 2007.

Reinke/Presley motioned to approve the minutes of the May 2, 2007 Public Safety Committee meeting.  Carried.

Chair Hlavacek reported that the Central Price County Ambulance Manager, Jim Cejka, has resigned.  There is an interim manager in place right now – Eileen Kronberger.

The Central Price County Ambulance Service is looking into formulating a third entity that would utilize the extrication equipment and would be comprised of fire and CPAC members. The CPAC is looking at an organizational model that would include Fire Rescue/Ambulance/Emergency Management.  To conduct fact finding, an ad hoc committee could be formed.  Laddy Hlavacek could serve as chair, Jeff Hein (County emergency government), 2 representatives from the townships which have membership in CPAC, 2 representatives from the fire department, and 2 EMT’s.  Chief Pisca was going to take the information to the Phillips’ Volunteer Fire Department.
Presley/Reinke motioned to pass the Fire Code Ordinance on to the full city council for review.  Carried.

Chief Sonntag will make corrections to the public nuisance and abatement of nuisance ordinances and will bring them back to the next public safety meeting.

Chief Pisca relayed concerns regarding the extrication equipment:  turnout gear for ambulance personnel would be necessary.  Tracy Ellis commented that there may be accessible funds for this purpose. Chief Pisca sent in a funding request to Jeld-Wen to the General Manager. The Jeld-Wen committee meets tonight to award funding.
Chief Sonntag reported that all motor vehicle accident reports will be generated from the State of Wisconsin from Madison, WI.  In response to court decisions regarding accident reports – Minocqua paid out $3 million and Evansville, $9 million, there will be no reports released from the City of Phillips.
The City has seized 5 vehicles from a covert- ongoing operation.

Lt Hauschild has completed supervisory training.  Neil Holm has attended evidence technician school funded by the state crime lab.  Scott Wildberg has attended ranger instruction school in Appleton.  He helped to acquire a new range for the City Police Department.  It still needs to be hauled and can be converted to a portable range.  The initial cost of the range was $27,000.  Lt. Hauschild acquired 2 laptop computers free of charge – a $3,600 value.

In May there were 32 traffic cases, 36 criminal (9 juvenile), 21 drug arrests.

Presley/Reinke motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:48 p.m.
