Mr. Iverson, Ayres Associates, informed council members of the following items related to operation of the wastewater treatment plant:

1. Heavy rains cause a surge of water to enter the operations of the treatment plant causing a bypass operation. This is not acceptable to utility operations or the Department of Natural Resources.

2. I would recommend smoke testing of sanitary mains for leak detec​tion. The first step would be concentration on suspect areas of the City first, and proceed from that point.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl to enter into a amend​ment agreement for professional services with Ayres Associates for the smoke testing of sanitary sewers, and authorize Mayor Boho to sign said agreement. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay:  None. Carried. Cost of this service will range from $16,000 to $29,000.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to adjourn.  Carried.
