BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS PROCEEDINGS
Of the Board of Public Works and the Personnel/Budget/Finance Committee of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on October 10, 2002.

Leon Namtzu called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

Committee members present:  Mayor Boho, Leon Namtzu, Jeffrey Fahl, Edward Lasee, Ted Kempkes, Terry Staroba and Barb Revak.

Visitors present: Linda Windmoeller, Joe Wolf.

Public Comment

Mayor Boho received a letter from Kay Pluemer about where the city is currently disposing of snow.

Put where to deposit snow on the agenda for the next BPW meeting.

Put employee review, Todd Toelle, on the next BPW meeting (closed session).

Underground Storage Tank Removal – Former City Hall

The city received a proposal of $800 to remove the tank at the former city hall.  It would cost an additional $285 to dispose of the tank and $100 to do 2 soil samples.  Terry Staroba stated that his department could use the old fuel that is in the tanks.  Ed Lasee stated that whether the city would decide to sell the property or keep the property the tank has to go.  Leon Namtzu stated that if the county would decide to buy the property they would be responsible for removing the tank.

Motion by Jeffrey Fahl, seconded by Edward Lasee to recommend to the Common Council to pursue the removal of the fuel tank on the former City Hall property provided the county does not want the building.  Carried

Miron Construction Final Pay Request

The issues at the WWTP are not due to Miron Construction, they are Engineered Products Inc. issues.

Motion by Edward Lasee, seconded by Jeffrey Fahl to recommend to the Common Council to pay Miron Construction’s final pay request.  Carried.

Board Room Cleanup at Fire Hall

Terry Staroba stated that the Fire Department use to budget for cleaning over at the fire hall.  The Fire Department then decided to save some money and clean the boardroom themselves.  Now that the ambulance is also using the boardroom nobody is cleaning it.  It was suggested to have Gene Kerner clean the boardroom over at the fire station and split the bill.  Ted Kempkes suggests the city talk to Jim Pisca and the head of the ambulance committee to see what needs to be done.  The city owns the building and is responsible for the cleaning.  The Fire Department should put this in their budget.

Ask Jim Pisca to come to the Oct 16th Common Council meeting to discuss the Fire Departments budget.

Joe Wolf attended

the meeting at 7:45 PM.

Mayor Boho stated that there is money available for working on any city building.  Joe was at an Economic Development meeting where Barb Brewster from the USDA Grant Department talked.  Ted Kempkes stated that if the City of Phillips were to build an extension on the Fire Hall for the ambulance to use they would have to give up the land that they own.  Mayor Boho will see if he can setup a time when Barb Brewster could come and talk to the Common Council about what is available.  

Budget

Terry Staroba, Director of Public Works, talked about his budget.

Elm Street, mill and resurface

Terry should check to see what it would cost to do the whole annexation.

4. Argyle Avenue, reconstruct, this could be done in segments.  The first year would cost about $252,000 to do two segments.  This needs to be broken out more.  Barb will work on this.

5. Terry Staroba called Motorola for quotes on sirens.

a. 1.8 mile siren and installation, $16,000 to $16,500

b. Lower miles siren and installation $12,000 to $12,500

c. Could be installed by the airport in the new industrial park, it will have both fire and storm warning.

6. Leon Namtzu would like this in the budget for the year 2003.  Also the old siren and all the controls have to be moved from the former city hall.  This could be moved to either the fire station or the Municipal Building.

7. Leon Namtzu and Ted Kempkes discussed the possibility of city purchase of sump pumps for homes with leaking basements.  Put this on the agenda for the Common Council meeting as an action item.

8.
Linda Windmoeller, representing the Tree Management Program Committee is requesting the city budget approximately $15,721.  This amount will be divided between different line items.

Public Comment

Joe Wolf, representing the Phillips Area Chamber of Commerce, asked the Board of Public Works if they would put $10,000 in the city budget for help towards installing a bathroom at Elk Lake Park.  The water lines would not be a problem and they would put in a holding tank for the sewer.  Ted Kempkes wanted to know who would be responsible for payment when the tank needs to be pumped.  Leon Namtzu stated the city has about $44,000 in the recreation savings fund for parks.

Put this on the agenda for the council meeting on Nov 5th.

Motion by Jeffrey Fahl, seconded by Leon Namtzu to adjourn.  CARRIED
