PERSONNEL-BUDGET-FINANCE COMMITTEE

Of the Board of Public Works, and the Personnel/Budget/Finance Committee of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on December 16, 2002.

Leon Namtzu called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

Abandonment of Linden Street

Jim Yanich, owner of Phillips Service Center, requested the City abandon Linden Street.  He is planning on purchasing the adjacent property on Avon Avenue and would like to expand his business and parking lot.  In order to do that he needs Linden Street to be abandoned and have the property on Avon Street re-zoned.  The committee agreed with Jim’s request and Mr. Lasee will check with the City Attorney on the procedure for abandonment.  After that they will deal with the re-zoning issue.  Mr. Kempkes commented that Jim should assume the legal costs for the abandonment.

Bids for Skid Steer Loader

Mr. Namtzu explained that Director of Public Works Staroba would like to purchase a new Skid Steer Loader.  The current Skid Steer Loader is shot. Terry Staroba has put together specs and is requesting permission to put out bids for the purchase of this equipment.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Fahl to recommend to the Common Council to proceed with the bid process for a new Skid Steer Loader for the Department of Public Works.  Carried.

Budget Adjustment

A budget adjustment will need to be made in the 2003 budget line item “machinery and equipment capital outlay” for the purchase of the new Skidsteer Loader after the bids come in and the city knows the dollar amount.

Designate Loading Zone

Mr. Presley would like to create a loading zone on Lake Avenue.  The intended space would be South Lake Avenue on the East Side by the Citco Gas Station.  There is a group of three parking spaces and he would like to see the Southern most space designated as a loading zone.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee to recommend to the Common Council to change the Southern most parking space, of the set of three parking spaces on the East side of South Lake Avenue by the Citgo Gas Station into a Loading Zone.  Carried

Handicapped Parking Areas for Downtown

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend to the Common Council to create four handicapped parking space for the Downtown area as follows:

1. The Northern most parking space of the set of three parking spaces on the East side of South Lake Avenue by the Citco Gas Station.

2. The first parking space on the North side of Maple Street at the intersection of Maple Street and Lake Avenue.

3. The first parking space on the North side of Chestnut Street at the intersection of Chestnut Street and Lake Avenue.

4. The first parking space on the South side of Cherry Street at the intersection of Cherry Street and Lake Avenue.

Review Minutes of Meeting Held on November 19, 2002

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee to accept the minutes of the meeting held on November 19, 2002 as written.  Carried

2003 Water/Sewer Budget

Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Revak explained the entries in the Water/Sewer 2003 proposed budget.  She put in the 3% wage increase and associated costs.  Some of the expenses and revenues are not actual cash out flows or inflows.  The net income per budget is $6,676.00, however the actual cash in over cash out is $67,761.  The Water/Sewer Department is supposed to be a self-supporting fund and as the budget is right now that’s what we have.

John Martwick suggested an increase to the “sewer outside service” line item in the amount of $10,000 to cover cost for sewer testing.

Mr. Namtzu suggested an increase to the “sewer outside service” line item in the amount of $10,000 to cover the continued cost of Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. post construction services.

The adjusted budget now has a net loss per budget of $-13,324 and a net income from actual cash flow of $47,716. 

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee to recommend to the Common Council to accept the 2003 Water/Sewer budget as proposed.  Carried

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee to adjourn.  CARRIED
