Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on January 7, 2003.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below. Mr. Kempkes reported in via speaker phone.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to receive and place on file minutes of meetings held on December 2, December 3, and December 12, 2002. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu accepting the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission denying the request of Lucinda A. Pipkorn and Ruth Allison to rezone property described as lots 5, 6, 7, 8, and part of Lot 4, Block 22, Original Plat, from Multif​amily (R-2) to Commercial (C-1). Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting Year 2003 Water-Sewer Utility budget as recommended by the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee awarding the bid for asbestos removal, and/or containment at the former city hall building in the bid/proposed bid amount of $1,900.00. A price change or any additional testing to be cleared through the Common Council. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl accepting Mayor Boho’s appointment recommendations of Marjory Brzeskiewicz to the Phillips Tree Committee, and Linda Windmoeller as Chairperson of the Phillips Tree Committee. Carried.

Attorney Marshall presented an amendment proposal of Section 13.08 Municipal Code, Municipal Utilities, Building Sewers and Connections. The following were discussion items to be considered: $15.00 to $25.00 fine range, plus court costs for the first violation, $500.00, plus court costs for the second Violation. Three violation warning periods:  30 days, 30 days, and 40 days. A public hearing on this proposed amend​ment will be conducted by the Common Council on February 4, 2003.

Council members requested action consideration on the appointment of a City Attorney be placed on the agenda of the council meeting to be held on February 4, 2003. It was suggested by Mr. Presley that this job position be placed out for bids.  Mr. Kempkes suggested a contract proposal, 6 months to one year.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite designating usage of the following three parking spaces located near the Citgo Quick Food Mart, 125 South Lake Avenue: The southern parking spot as a load​ing zone, the middle parking spot as a parking space, and the northern parking spot as handicapped parking. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satter​white. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee designating usage of the following three parking spaces as handicapped parking: The first parking space on the north side of Maple Street at the intersection of Maple Street and South Lake Avenue; the first parking space on the north side of Chestnut Street at the intersection of Chestnut Street and North Lake Avenue; and the first parking space on the south side of Cherry Street at the intersection of Cherry Street and North Lake Avenue.  Carried

Mr. Lasee presented the re-survey of the former city hall property at 146 Balsam Street. He stated that easements have to be included in the property re-survey to allow access to maintenance of the water tower and overflow pipe extending from the water tower. Attorney Marshall will work on a wording proposal.

Mrs. Satterwhite informed council members that the Chamber of Commerce is considering adoption of a resolution pertaining to use of ATVs on restricted areas. The Common Council may wish to consider restricted usage on established snowmobile trails.

Mr. Presley asked Attorney Marshall to review current ordinance and possible amendment to the current ordinance related to junked vehicles.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving pay​ment of invoices reflected on the check register dated January 7, 2003, in the total amount of $870,528.43. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn. Carried. Meeting adjourned at 9:04 PM.
