Mr. Staroba stated he would like to purchase a new dump truck with plow.  This could be purchase on a lease program, which would cost between $10,000 and $15,000 a year.

Mr. Staroba stated the reclaimed material being stored by Takco, Inc. needs to be crushed and moved with in 18 months.  It would cost approximately $20,000 to have this done.  However the crushed substance could be used on Argyle, which would save money.  This may be able to be expensed in the Argyle project.
