Johnson/Heitkemper motioned to approve the minutes as presented from September 3, 2013 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates:  Mayor Peterson appointed Tony Budaj – alternate for Planning Commission, Matt Arneson, Debra Hlavacek-alternate and Scott Hueckman-alternate to the Board of zoning adjustments and appeals.
Heitkemper/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the appointments of Tony Budaj – alternate for Planning Commission, Matt Arneson, Debra Hlavacek-alternate and Scott Hueckman-alternate to the Board of zoning adjustments and appeals.  Carried

Mayor Peterson appointed Steve Gastman, Connie Henn, Ron Doll and Tim Cress – alternate to the Police Review Committee.
Mayor Peterson signed the Joint Powers Agreement and the agreement with Scott Herrick who will be helping the Police Review Committee get setup correctly with bylaws and policy and procedure.
Clerk updates:  
Building Inspector:  This is still an option.  Revak will contact Troy Kadlecek about how he does things in other areas.  The City of Phillips will be losing their state appointed residential building inspector and Revak would like to replace him with Kadlecek.
ATV winter route:  Revak presented the committee with a map showing the ATV winter usage routes.  Price County agreed to open up a short section of D, H and F for winter usage when there is ice on the lake.  Revak will get together with the County for the wording of the signs.

Johnson/Vlach motioned to recommend to the Common Council to adopt the new additions to the ATV map as presented.  Carried.

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Campground Updates:  Pay Request #3 was presented.  The only thing after this is the retainage.
Public Works updates:    Thalacker presented a five year plan for streets that need to be fixed or repaved under the new TID ½ mile agreement.  2014 plan is Eyder Ave; Maple to Chestnut. 40’FF. Curb and Gutter. Storm Sewer. Sidewalk. Base and Pavement.  Maple Street; West End to Argyle Avenue. 36’ FF. Curb and Gutter. Storm Sewer. Sidewalk (North Side). Base and Pavement. (Water “depth 6’ cover” and Sewer “televise”).  Maple; Argyle Avenue to Avon Avenue; 36’ FF. Pavement only.  Chestnut Street; Argyle Avenue to Avon Avenue; 42’ FF. Curb and Gutter. Storm Sewer. Base and Pavement.
Heitkemper/Vlach motioned to recommend to the Common Council to authorize next year’s street projects as listed in the 5 year plan.  Carried

Fire Department updates:   No more info on the Tanker yet.  General update; Training, Bonfire, Hose testing and pump testing was done and all trucks passed.
Police Department updates: 
Chief Sonntag was unable to attend but wanted it noted that they received a $4,000 grant for the Click it or Ticket program.
Licensing - Hanish
Personnel/Budget/Finance-Reinke

2014 Budget:  Employees will be getting a 1% in 2014, 1% in 2015 and 2% in 2016.  All else will remain the same.  $4,000 was cut from the Police Department property insurance line item and $6,000 from the negotiation line item.  This left $231 which was cut from a contingency fund.  This will be place on the Council agenda for a motion to send to public hearing.
Clark/Heitkemper motioned to recommend to the Common Council to send to public hearing a budget with Revenues of 1,950,074 which includes a tax levy of 746,611 and Expenses of 1,950,074.  Carried
