Meeting Minutes
September 6, 2016
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

General-Mayor/Clerk
1. Set next month’s meeting date and time:  Tuesday October 4, 2016 at 5:30 p.m.  

2. Heitkemper/Tomaszewski motioned to approve the minutes from August 2, 2016 meeting with a correction of removing “Ogema fire department and replacing it with the fair board”. Carried

3. Mayor updates:  Nothing to report except they will be starting negotiations.
4. Clerk updates:  Delores would like to install a flood light on the new city sign north of town and was wondering if the city would pay the electricity on it.  Would this be something the city would consider?  Put this on next month’s agenda.  Revak stated she is working on the health insurance and budget numbers.  Also the Princeton valley home needs to be taken care of but there are still items in the basements.  Revak will check into this a see what the stipulations were.
Board of Public Works/Recreation –Klimowski/Tomaszewski
5. New/used truck and grasshopper loan approval:  First National Bank of Park Falls, 3 year loan at 2.75%.

Hanish/Tomaszewski motioned to recommend to the Common Council to proceed with the financing of a used truck and grasshopper for the Department of Public Works.  Carried
6. Elk Lake Dr. resurfacing:  After doing research it was discovered that the City of Phillips does own more of the road than originally thought.  The project if finished but the City is responsible for paying for more and not the citizens.

7. 2014 street projects:  The city has the option of just moving forward and getting the 2014 project completed and working on the financing later or waiting for resolution first.  This project needs to be completed this year.  Do a closed session in November on these financial issues.

Heitkemper/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to move forward with the 2014 street project and deal with the financing at a later date.  Carried

8. 2015 street projects:  Things are pretty much done just waiting for the final pay request.

9. 2016 street projects:

a. Olynick Change Order #1.

Clark/Hanish motioned for recommend to the Common Council to accept the Olynick Change Order #1.  Carried
b. Olynick Pay request #1 – $76,252.86

Tomaszewski/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve Pay request #1 from Olynick.  Carried

10. 2017 Street Projects:
Stoffel reported on the meeting with Price County Hwy Department.  Price County is only willing to pay for the resurfacing of the center portion of the road.  They feel the only reason this is being done is because of the City Utilities and they don’t have this on their project list to do this in 2017.  In the discussion it was mentioned that Elk is waiting for the City of Phillips to do half of storms road.  There was a swap back when highway 100 was done that the City of Phillips would maintain hwy 100 and elk would maintain storms road.  Revak will see if she can find this in writing.

11. Well #7:

a. Procurement Policy:  This is needed for the CDBG grant that was awarded to the City of Phillips.

Heitkemper/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to adopt the procurement policy presented.  Carried

b. Annex property into the City Limits:  Stoffel reported that he talked with the Town of Worcester and was told about all the permits the city would need to get Well #7 projected completed.  Shiela Hook suggested the City annex the property into the city limits and then the city would be in charge of all the permits.

Clark/Heitkemper motioned to recommend to the Common Council to direct the City Attorney and the City Engineer to proceed with the process of annexing the city owned property currently located in the Town of Worcester into the City of Phillips boundaries.  5 ayes 0 nays and 1 abstain. Carried

12. Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:

Williams:  LED lights for the street light could be a future purchase.  It would be a cost up front but a savings in the future.  Need to abandon the well and septic located on Princeton Valley Lane.  The Ash bore disease is very close to Price County.  DPW is working on getting some of the trees at a time so it isn’t like clear cutting the City.  It would cost $100 - $200 per year to treat these trees and there are between 500 and 1,000 trees left in the city.

Toelle:  They are going to put the digester cover back into the tank as a stationary cover.  This tank is really needed.  Kleinhans took a look at re-cementing the storage tank for $2,500.  This would include steam cleaning and re-cementing repairs.  Hopefully this can be done before winter.  I & I issues after the big rain.  The sewer camera is starting to have problems.  A quote has been requested for a new one. The city should consider maybe hiring a firm to televise and record all the lines within the city limits.  There is way more I & I than there should be.

13. Fire Department updates:
a. IFERN interagency fire emergency radio network- antenna on tower:  Roxanne Kahn was in attendance to request the use of the tower by the Fire Station.  Chief Pisca has no problem with it.  A designated phone line will have to be installed but the County would cover the costs.

Hanish/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to allow the installation of the IFERN antenna to the tower at the Phillips Fire Station.  Carried
