9. Well #7:  Well was grouted today, pulled the 24" casing and allowing concrete to set.  Next they will begin installing their pumping for the test pumping and it is estimated to provide more water than the designs.
a. Bid Award

Well House: Received two bids, Staab Construction Corporation came in the lowest at $631,700.  Staab has done work in the past at the wastewater treatment plan.  A bid form and statement for qualifications were presented.
Water & Sewer Connections: Received five bids, James Peterson Sons, Inc. came in the lowest at $678,876.49. The City of Phillips has not done work with them in recent history, but a bid form and statement of qualifications were presented.
