General-Mayor/Clerk

1. Set next month’s meeting date and time:  Tuesday April 4, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.
2. Tomaszweski/ Vlach motioned to approve the minutes from February 7, 2017 meeting. Carried
3. Mayor updates: None
4. Clerk updates:

a. The Price County Economic Development committee would like to add additional information to welcome signs located on both ends of town.  The information is called Price is Everything and allows people to search on an internet site to help promote Price County by giving them more information about the County or Town.  PCED has set aside money to cover the costs of adding the information to signs.

Heitkemper/ Vlach motioned to recommend to the Common Council approve the Price is Everything to be added to the two official welcome signs. Carried
b. A gentleman had spoken with Barb about putting in a small distillery in a residential area that would have to be rezoned and an amendment to a current ordinance to allow it. Put on next month’s agenda and have the gentleman to come in.

5. Storms Road repaving update: Town of Elk will be discussing the agreement at their monthly meeting and they will sign it and get it back to us to approve.
6. Mobilite Data Tower:  The company has decided to move the location elsewhere due to the airport height restriction.
7. Price County Highway Department – Don Grande

a. CTH H, Lake Duroy Bridge project

i. Potential removal of elevated sidewalk on the Lake Duroy bridge was discussed to save costs on the deck replacement of the bridge, as the other alternative was the city paying for the elevated sidewalk to be replaced.  There will still be a paved shoulder that will be marked as a pathway to get across the bridge for pedestrians.
Heitkemper/ Tomaszewski motioned to recommend to the Common Council to abandon the elevated sidewalk with the stipulation of a paved shoulder to be kept.

ii. Removal of GP access on CTH H Put on council agenda.
Discussion on revoking GP access on CTH H currently and with the understanding that if it is reopened they will re-permit that access.  The county either has to purchase the sliver of land or take the land back on eminent domain due to the requirements of the federal program they are facing.  Revoking the access would allow the county to stay on the schedule needed for the construction timeframe they have.
b. CTH W, Flambeau Avenue Project

a. HWY 100 weight restriction
Discussion on the weight restriction to be temporary adjusted on HWY 100 to remove the stress off of CTH S.
Heitkemper/ Vlach motioned to recommend to the Common Council to allow a temporary weight allowance for trucks under 6 ton per axle on HWY 100 for the duration of construction of Flambeau Ave. Carried
8. New Snow Blower purchase approval.
With trading in the snow blower, the new one would cost $72,000.  This credits us from the parts we have put in this season it is approximately $3,000.  If we wait an additional year it will increase the price at least $30,000.  Barb has contacted First National Bank and we would not need to make a payment until 2018 if a new one was purchased this year.
9. 2014, 2016 and 2017 street projects:
a.  Award bid for Flambeau Ave. project
2014: Nothing to report. 

2016: No Update.

2017: Five bids were received for the Flambeau Avenue Reconstruction.  A-1 Excavating, who has done work for the City before, had the lowest bid of $1,636,816.00.

Vlach/ Heitkemper motioned to recommend to the Common Council to award the bid to A-1 Excavating Inc for the Flambeau Avenue Reconstruction project in the amount of $1,636,816.00.
10. Revenue Bonds:  Discussion on revenue bonds for water/sewer to pay for their portion that will reimburse the TID #4 for past street and water/sewer project expenditures. Baird will be back March 14th to accept the set sale resolution.
11. Old Water Tower repairs: 
The old water tower needs to be repaired as ice on the tower pulls down a rubber gasket, thus causing a leak. To completely resolve the issue we would be looking at 6,000-7,000 dollars 

12. Well #7 updates: Well is drilled and we are looking at another week or two to be finished.  The contracts have been signed for the well house and the w/s connections and they will get all that paper work down to the grant agencies.  Staab looking to start construction on the well house in the first week of April.

13. DPW and Water/Sewer Updates.
DPW:  Doing a lot of pruning and ash tree removals.  Things are going well.

Water/Sewer:   The DNR seems to be changing the pricing with the phosphorous compliance.
