Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

General-Mayor/Clerk
1. Set next month’s meeting date and time:  Tuesday May 2, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.  

2. Klimowski/ Vlach motioned to approve the minutes from March 7, 2017 meeting as corrected. Carried
3. Mayor updates:  The mayor informed the council that he has been trying to meet with the department heads once a month to see how things are going.
4. Clerk updates:  

a. Request to send out downtown parking letter to property owners.  A downtown business requested that the clerk send out a letter to the downtown property owners to request their co-operation in not parking on either side of Lake Avenue from Maple to Elm and on either side of the streets Maple, Chestnut, and Cherry by the owner, employee's, or renters.  Heitkemper mentioned figuring out the second step of how to enforce it once the letter is sent.  
Heitkemper/ Tomaszewski motioned to recommend to the Common Council to send out the "No Parking" letters to the downtown property owners.  5 Ayes - 1 Nay (Vlach) - Carried.
b. Strong Family Strong Kids – Music in the park – Becky Steinbach

Becky Steinbach presented to the Committee of the Whole the idea of having music in the park on Thursday nights in July, with the possibility of  extending into August if the interest is there.  She requested permission to use the Elk Lake Park Pavilion free of charge to help make this a possibility.    The group would be looking for sponsorships from local businesses to aid in the costs.

Vlach/Heitkemper motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the use of the Elk Lake Park Pavilion free of charge on Thursday nights in July and August for Music in the Park.  Carried.

5. Heitkemper/ Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the purchase of a new Snow Blower for $71,000 with approval to trade in the old one.  Carried
6. Lions Club – Dave Olson city projects.  Dave Olson had a small presentation about ideas for city projects.  One idea is a band shell to be placed down at Elk Lake Park.  The Lions club was also looking for other city improvements that might be desired.  The Lions club would also help facilitate raising the money for these projects.
7. Eagle Waste and Recycling:  Jim Whittinghill, a sales manager for Eagle Waste, had a small presentation to the city about providing garbage and recycling services as well as a proposal.

10. Lionite Park Splash Pad – Kristen Harper.  Kristen Harper presented the idea of putting in a splash pad down at Lionite Park. She briefly explained the different kind of systems that would run the splash pad.
