a. Advance Disposal presentation: Dale Marth did a small presentation about our current agreement for recycling services with Advanced Disposal, but also presented a proposal for residential garbage and recycling services for the City of Phillips.

Board of Public Works/Recreation –Klimowski/Tomaszewski
5. Elk Lake Park – Disc Golf Course – DJ Hansen. DJ Hansen presented a proposal for a Disc Golf Course to be created at the Elk Lake Park.  He wants to create an inexpensive activity that people of all ages can enjoy.  He can build the entire course for less than $2,500 and funding would come from local sponsors and he already has a little over $1,000 pledged for the proposed project.  This would be a 9 hole course that will be semi-permanent so it can be changed in future years and will not interfere with activities that already take place in the park. 
Heitkemper/ Clark motioned to recommend to the Recreation Committee for approval or denial of the disc golf course at Elk Lake Park requested by DJ Hansen. Carried
6. Dug Out replacement and insurance coverage - $2,500 deductible.  Jeff Williams will get in contact with the Youth Baseball group to discuss the deductible.  Next week agenda.
7. Light for North City of Phillips Sign.  Xcel or Price Electric. Delores Gradinjan found Static X Electrical in Park Falls to install the lighting on the City of Phillips Sign North of town. The Committee of the Whole instructed to have Barb Revak look into the Xcel billings to determine a possible cost for electricity at the sign.
