DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:
General-Mayor/Clerk

1. Set next month’s meeting date and time:  Tuesday September 5, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.  

2. Heitkemper/ Vlach motioned to approve the minutes from July 11, 2017 meeting. Carried
3. Mayor updates: Looking for a volunteer from the council to be the City representative for the Chamber meetings, the first Monday of the months.
4. Clerk updates:
a. Heitkemper/ Tomaszewski motioned to recommend to the Common Council to waive the sellers permits for non-profit organizations selling at events.

b. Barb Revak also brought up the ATV Detour that is getting worked on for when the Hwy H work begins.
Board of Public Works/Recreation –Klimowski/Tomaszewski

5. BART bus services to the Phillips area: Nick Trimner had a small presentation about a bus service that is currently operating in Park Falls.  Trimner discussed the implementation of this bus service in the City of Phillips and a way to get it to the Phillips area quicker would be for the City to pay for a portion of the services.
6. TEA Grant – Phillips Lionite Wood Products, LLC : Travis Nez had a small presentation about Phillips Lionite and the improvements they are looking to do under a TEA grant as well as a basic background of the business and its reopening. Nez spoke about the most important improvement that needs to be done is the railroad spur upgrade. Phillips Lionite is looking for some funding assistance from the City.  Put on Council Agenda.
7. Recognition Plaque:  Heitkemper spoke about a plaque that could be placed on or near the pavilions at the park and campground to recognize the people/groups that donate time or money.  Sign Studio is going to coming up with the design of the plaques that will be placed at the pavilions. Put on next month's agenda.
8. 2017 street projects:  Goal for completion is August 25th and they should be within a day or two.
a. Heitkemper/ Hanish motioned to approve pay request #2 for A-1 Excavating in the amount of $585,681.65. Carried
9. Well #7 updates:  Building is up and piping is in.  Working on the electrical now, the only delay is with the chemical feed equipment and sewer systems with the easements.  Mid September they should be operational.
a. Vlach/ Tomaszewski motioned to approve pay request #3 for Staab Construction in the amount of $147,867.50. Carried

b. Heitkemper/ Vlach motioned to recommend to the Common Council to adopt Phillips Fair Housing Resolution #1178.

c. Vlach/ Hanish motioned to table CTW pay request #2 until 9/5 meeting. Carried
10. 2018 S. Airport Road: Ad for bids will be coming out in the August 3rd paper.  Bids will open August 17th and there will be a special Common Council that night to approve the bids in order meet the September 12th deadline.
11. DPW and Water/Sewer Updates.
DPW:  The lift machine has been deemed unsafe and needs to be repaired.  The repair could be as low as $3,000 or as high as $9,000.  The committee gave Williams the direction to go ahead and use his judgment to get the lift fixed.

Water/Sewer: Phillips Lionite needs to renew their sewer use permit and with the new product lines being added to the operation Todd Toelle wants to look into hiring Bill Wes, who has been previously used in the past, to look at the products and chemicals being used.  Todd will look into getting a quote for his services.
