September 5, 2017

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:
General-Mayor/Clerk
1. Set next month’s meeting date and time:  Tuesday October 3, 2017 at 5:30 p.m.  

2. Heitkemper/ Tomaszewski motioned to approve the minutes from August 1, 2017 meeting. Carried
3. Mayor updates: Received a letter from a concerned resident regarding tall grass roots on main street.  Had Heitkemper fill the Council in on a walkthrough he attended for Phillips Lionite where Tammy Baldwin was in attendance. He said it was progressing and he was impressed, but there were some concerns expressed with the rail road spurs and access North of Phillips.
4. Clerk updates:
a. Employee Handbook updates:  Revak put in some updates that should be reviewed and asked for any suggestions.  Bruce Marshall recommended getting a quote from Mark Hazelbaker to go through the handbook and personal file maintenance and retention policy.
b. Garbage and Recycling survey results:  Shelby Prochnow presented a chart of the garbage survey results.  The results concluded to stay with the current operations of stickers for garbage and bins for recycling.
Heitkemper/ Klimowski motioned to recommend to the Common Counicl accept results on the official Garbage/Recycling Survey for garbage pick-up. Carried.
c. Music in the Park 2018: Becky Steinbach requested to use the Elk Lake Park Pavilion again for Thursdays in July and August 2018 free of charge which the Council agreed too.  Becky also mentioned they would be in support of a band shell going down at the park.
d. Allow ATV travel on state highway 13 to cross a bridge of 1,000 feet or less and approach Price County to allow this as well with ordinance changes if needed.  (F to Fayette) :
Revak requested this temporary, or possibly permanent, ATV access from F to Fayette.  Bruce, City attorney, wants to look further into if it is possible.

6. Phillips Area Chamber of Commerce dock bumper donation sign placement:  There was some confusion with the signs that were given to the City of the dock bumpers that were donated.  The signs are too big to be placed on the docks, like they were originally supposed to be made for.  Research is needed to determine if the signs were approved for the docks.
7. 2017 street projects:  Concrete crew is still working on the project, but the paving that was scheduled to be done this year is now completed.  Williams also brought up that the parking area they placed in front of Willet's law office is for public use only and it was suggested that a 2hr time limit be placed for that area to avoid it becoming a private parking lot.

9. Lake Draw down by Price County Dams Association City issues:

Don Grande, Larry Gotham, and the Dams Engineer were in attendance to help clarify on some issues that may be foreseen on the drawdown of the lake.  Larry did not feel that the drawdown would affect the City wells, but he highly suggested putting a monitoring system in to watch the levels in the wells. Todd Toelle was concerned with the what if the well's fail what is the emergency plan and who does he go to for help.  Grande presumed that the emergency management plan that was set in place for this project would possibly help, but ultimately it is the City's responsibility just as if the well was to fail without projects occurring.  This is a DNR approved project and in the case of a catastrophic failure, the County would do all they could to help alleviate the problem the best they can. 
10. 2018 S. Airport Road updates: Contracts have been signed and once the construction on the Hwy H bridge is complete, they will begin work on S Airport.

DPW: Grass is slowing down, everything going well.
W/S: Friday the treatment plant had a major inspection from Lon with the DNR and things went very well.  There is a problem with the plastic containers of fluoric chloride being stored in plastic containers outside of the plant that should be stored in a shed.  New permits should be coming out the end of December.
