DPW: Did not flush hydrants last week like previously planned due to the drawdown.  The next couple weeks they will work on flushing sewers.  Jeff would like to purchase some reflectors to place on Flambeau for the plowing season since the County is only going to plow the driving lanes and since the City will be taking care of plowing that back further, he wants to ensure the concrete work is not going to get ruined.  The reflectors are about $22 a piece and he estimates we would need about 66.  The County also did mention being willing to pay 1/3 of the cost of the reflectors.
W/S: The storage tank was painted last week.  Lane Tank, who is replacing the manhole on the old storage tank, is a little behind but still looking to get it in this year.  Well #5 needs a new roof so Todd will be looking for quotes for that.  The treatment system has been changed to an advanced treatment system so now some of the guys need to get recertified for an advanced system.  Everything went well with the drawdown and both Well's only went down about 1' in the static water levels.
