The meter broke and we probably lost about 4 million gallons of water and revenue, two new meters have been placed in the building.  Well #6 is currently being rehabbed, still under budget and all is going well as it should be completed the week following the 14th of February. 10. Fire Department updates:  Jim applied for a grant for $140,000 to help with replacing their 20 air packs.  If they were to receive this grant, the fire department would only have to contribute $6,666.  In 2017 they had a firewood raffle that brought in $4,700 and received a donation from Price Electric for $5,000.  These funds are going towards updating the fire PPE gear.  The next target is replacing $19,600 dollars worth of PPE gear.  A new set the PPE gear runs about $1,550 a piece.  They will have another raffle, the drawing being in April, for a tractor.  Tickets are $10 each.
