5. Clark/ Tomaszewski moved to approve the minutes from August 7, 2018 meeting. Carried
6. Mayor updates: Mayor Peterson informed the council of a budget meeting that he would possibly like to set up.
7. Clerk updates: None
8. Strong Families, Strong Kids 2019 Pavilion Rental for Music in the Park. Annie Knudson was at the meeting on behalf of the Strong Families, Strong Kids.  Annie informed the council that they would like to use the Pavilion in 2019 on Thursday’s again.  They would start on July 4th and do a family centered performance in the afternoon and then run 5 weeks after that.  The council just wanted the group to check with the Chamber about doing a performance on the 4th to make sure they were okay with that event going on that day.
Heitkemper/Clark moved to approve the use of the Elk Lake Park pavilion on Thursday nights for Music in the Park free of charge in 2019, with the contingency that for the 4th of July they need to coordinate with the Phillips Chamber.  Carried 
9. Health Insurance: The City was granted only a 3% increase of the health insurance premium.  They will sign the current plan they are already using.
10. Discussion/Action regarding financing of City share of Ambulance Building - $12,000:  There is a meeting on 9/5 to determine if the Ambulance should finance the purchase of the building or just have all the municipalities pay their share.  There was some confusion as to if the municipalities share is considered and even price divided amongst the 5 entities, or per capita, this will be determine at the meeting as well.
Heitkemper/ Clark moved to authorize Charles Peterson as the representative for the City of Phillips at the 9/5 Ambulance Meeting.  Carried

11. 2017 street projects: Flambeau work is complete.  Depending on the contractor, Mike Stoffel would anticipate a final pay request for the October meeting.
12. S Airport Road: There is MSIP funding for this project so once a pay request has been submitted, we can request the reimbursement of the MSIP dollars.
13. Well #7 updates: Peterson’s did their punch list work. The CDBG closeout paperwork has been submitted to the DOA and we are awaiting their approval. Once the final pay request has been processed for Peterson’s – hopefully in October – we can submit the closeout paperwork for the DNR SDWLP funding.
14. Financing of 2019 Eyder Street Project:  Jeff is planning to bid this for 2019.  The cost estimate is $24,000 and there is some MSIP funding approved.  This is be talked about at the September 11 Common Council meeting.
15. DPW and Water/Sewer Updates:

Water/Sewer: Running good, Mike Longfield is reading meters, they are getting ready for winter.  Todd thinks they found the main business with the I&I issues, he is just waiting for other houses to comply.

16. Parks Comprehensive Plan:  Will need a plan but we have to have a meeting to change anything.
