Shelby Prochnow, Clerk, spoke to the Council regarding the possibility of creating a Facebook page to keep citizens up to date and advertise the rental spaces we have available. 7. 2017 street projects: Todd Toelle reported that a homeowner at 865 Flambeau has an issue with low water pressure and has had this issue since the project was completed.  There may be a kinked pipe, but at this point in there year they won’t be able to dig it up until spring and the property owner okayed it. The only thing is the 1-year warranty with the contractor is now up and this issue wasn’t relayed to the City until recently.
8. S Airport Road:

9. Well #7 updates: Running well and is pumping more per minute than originally.
10. DPW and Water/Sewer Updates:

a. Water/Sewer: Discussion/ Action regarding Well abandonment at Princeton Valley Lane Property.

It is going to cost approximately $600 to abandon this well.  Council gave direction to get it done.

Water/Sewer: The parts for the flight system repair would be 6-8 weeks out so at this point they are going to just put a band aid on it to get it through the winter and then come spring they will get more estimates and then fix the flight system.
The water towers need to be painted because the paint is peeling off the outside.  The paint typically lasts 20 years but they are recommending that we install a mixer in the towers to prevent the ice build up that could chip the paint.  To repaint the inside and outside of the water tower it would be around $200,000.
There is a property on Eyder Street that has a contaminated well that the DNR has been trying to work with to shut down the well.  The paperwork the DNR is going to be sending the property owner is the final set of documentation that essentially is the offer to pay for the well to be shut down.  However, even though the DNR is offering to pay the expenses of this, the property owners have yet to agree with the DNR regarding the well.  If the property owner does not agree with the DNR after the final paperwork is sent out, the City is going to be responsible for ensuring the well is shut down and not providing water to the house.  The DNR would like the City to get estimates for help in paying for the deed and survey needed to get City water to the property.

Lon from the DNR came and did an inspection, things went okay other than he had concerns regarding the Digestor Cover.

Phillips Lionite wants the City to shut off the water at the plant, so they can winterize the building.  There are concerns about the fire protection/sprinkler system in the building and the City liability if we shut that water off.  Council directed Todd to get a request in writing from Phillips Lionite about the shut off and Attorney Bruce Marshall will investigate the City’s liability.
