Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on September 6, 2000.

Mrs. Wenzel informed council members that she has been in contact with Mr. Tony Rajer regarding restoration of the Lidice Monument. Mr. Rajer would attempt to work this Project into his 2001 schedule.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to amend the agenda for this meeting to include committee reports. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to accept the minutes of meetings held in August, 2000. Carried.

Mr. Kevin Krysinski, CPA, informed council members of the follow​ing details related to proposed sewer utility deregulation from the PSC.

1.
125% of principal and interest of current loans have to be assured to protect the Phillips Water-Sewer Utility bond issue/issues from recall.

2.
Procedure steps and comparison costs sheets were passed out to council members.

3.
Tax Increment District funds have to be included as revenue for the utility, but not used in calculation of net revenues.

Mrs. Lynn Lutz, City Auditor, stated that sewer utility deregulation would result in direct pressure on council members by utility customers to keep the rates low, even though costs of operation demand increased rates.

Mr. David Hanke, School District Superintendent, briefed council members on the following items related to the school referendum set for the September 12, 2000 primary election.

The industriaI technology area in the high school needs to be expanded and updated.

2.
Our students, on average, are a year behind when starting technical college because of lack of basic training at the secondary school level.
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Motion by Mrs. Hanish, seconded by Mr. Perkins adopting resolution number 1017. Council members voting aye: Mr. Perkins, Mr. Namtzu, Mrs. Hanish, and Mr. McBain. Council member voting nay: Mrs. Wenzel. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1017

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Phillips desires to file an application with the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin (PSC) to de​regulate the sewer utility; and

WHEREAS, the Common Council desires to deregulate to increase the efficiency of adjusting sewer use charges, and to allow for adoption of a user charge system that conforms with WDNR rules and regulations;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of hillips that:

1. The Common Council shall pursue deregulation of the sewer utility from the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin.

2. The city clerk/treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to send a copy of this resolution to the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin and to furnish the Commission with any other information that may be required to pursue the deregulation of the Phillips Sewer Utility.

Mr. Mike Henningfeld and Mr. Steve Willett briefed council members in the proposed development of Seasons Acres, a property owned by Marquip, Inc. This proposed Project would be eligible for Tax Increment District #4 funding.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain adopting resolution number 1018. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1018

RESOLVED, the Common Council of the City of Phillips has considered the request of the Flambeau Nordic Ski Club to lease a parcel of land from the City of Phillips to accommodate the construction of a garage buildi​ng sized 24’ x 24’ x 15’ peaked roof height.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Common Council agrees to enter into a lease agreement with the Flambeau Nordic Ski Club, said agreement format similar to the lease agreement with the Phillips Sportsmens Club, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Common Council authorizes Mayor Keith A. Corcilius and City Clerk/Treasurer Lee V. Lamoreaux to sign the lease agreement with the Flambeau Nordic Ski Club.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain authorizing Mayor Keith A. Corcilius to sign an agreement form with Northern States Power Company for the installation of a streetlight at the corner of Turner street and Germania Avenue at a cost of $854.11. Carried.

City Attorney BiIz informed council members that the City of Phillips cannot change or set speed limits on County Roads D or H. Mr Bilz cited Wisconsin State Statute 83.025.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Namtzu authorizing the Board of Public Works to recommend to the Common Council a resolution related to road abandonment being requested by Phillips Plastics Corporation. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to contract with Johnson Gravel and Crushing of Winter, Wisconsin to complete a project of crushing used concrete and asphalt totaling approximately 7,000 yards @ $3.50 a yard, with a payment schedule of $10,000 in Budget Year 2000, and remainder of payment in Budget Year 2001. Carried.
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Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting permission to Nancy Pascucci to rent the hail for a wedding reception and dance on October 13, 2001 for a fee of $250.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel granting permission to the Czech Festival Group to utilize the hall for a banquet and dance on June 15, 2002 with a security deposit of $75.00. Carried.

Mayor Corcilius will ask members of the Phillips Industrial Development Corporation to meet with the Common Council at their October 3, 2000 regular monthly meeting to discuss common goals and future plans.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain approving payment of invoices reflected in check register dated September 6, 2000, check numbers 43322 through 43399 in the total amount of $164,257.04. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Perkins to adjourn. Carried.
