The following are recommended adjustments to the 2001 city budget as proposed:

1. Budget Line Item Cemetery Revenue: $16,000, instead of $1,600. 

2. Fire Contract Fees Budget Line Item: $41,000, instead of $35,000.

3. Budget Line Item Building & Burning Permits: Add $1,000 allowing for revenue generated through the sale of burning permits.

4. Delete Community Center Insurance Budget Line Item Expenses: $3,500.

5. Add $1,200 to Cemetery Contract Services Expenses to cover cost of new, updated cemetery maps.

6. Add $10,000 to Budget Line Item Principal On Debt to cover economic development loan payments, TID #3.

7. Reduce expenditures Budget Line Item Other Financing Uses by $23,400.This money amount had been allocated to former school buildings demolition.

8. Add $1,000 to Budget Line Item Recreation Capital Outlay Expenses, received from sale of burning permits.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:43 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Hanish adopting the 2001 City budget as proposed and adjusted at the public hearing with a city tax levy of $488,943. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish adopting the Employe Handbook, as developed and prepared by the personnel-Budget Committee. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to adjourn. Carried.
