Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1)(e), deliberating or negotiating the purchase of public property, investing of public funds, and sale of public property, and 19.85 (1) (f), consideration of a request for an adjustment of loan terms related to an economic development loan with involvement of the City of Phillips. Alderpersons voting aye:  Mr. Presley, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, and Mr. Kempkes. Alder-persons voting nay: None. Carried. Convened into closed session at 7:03 PM.

Bob Martin:  Presented the Common Council with suggestions and ideas on how the City of Phillips, NTC, the I.D.C., Price County and others could work together as a team in developing a program to help with education, work force and employment.

Bill Baratka:  The I.D.C. would like a recommendation from the Common Council to move forward in the planning for a multi-faceted “One-Stop/Enterprise Resource Center, whereby, the City of Phillips is the responsible fiscal agent in conjunction with the Phillips I.D.C. serving as its agent.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley to advertise for bids for four weeks on the old city hall property to include asking price of $80,000 based on appraisal and improvements.  Carried

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to authorize Mayor Boho to sign the contract with Power Link.  Carried

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to accept the recommendation by the BPW to denied Marion DeLasky’s request for payment of sump-pump installation on the basis that she already had two in working order in her basement.  Carried

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee to adjourn. Carried.
