Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on April 13, 2004.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Others present: Keith Smith, Shirley Smith, Mary Peterson, Fred Krenzke, Officer Lobermeier, Cindy Lobermeier, Mark Chrouser, and representatives from the First Baptist Church of Phillips, T. Staroba.

The following are comments under the Public Comment agenda item: 

D.P.W. Staroba: I would like to request that the topic scheduled for the closed meeting this evening be placed ahead of the other closed meeting topic. Closed meeting topic #1 involves WWTP operations.

Mrs. Wenzel: I am requesting no meeting compensation for three meeting during the month of April, 2004. I had been compensated for three previous meetings that I did not attend.

Mayor Boho: Read a thank you received from Sheriff Krenzke for assistance received from City of Phillips' employee staff pertaining to a recent accident at the intersection of Highway 13 and Highway 111.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to accept the minutes of meetings held on March 9 and March 11, 2004. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay invoices, as reviewed by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee, in the total amount of $297,216.82. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Johnson granting a conditional use permit to the First Baptist Church of Phillips, as recommended by the Phillips Planning Commission, for property described as West 1/2 of Lot 5, and Lot 6, Block 2, Palm's Addition. This property will be utilized for additional classroom and meeting room area. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Johnson, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderperson abstaining: Mrs. Wenzel. Carried.

Mayor Boho appointed Dave Olson to the Phillips Tree Committee.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to ratify the agreement between the City of Phillips and the Phillips Professional Police Association, Local 231. Calendar Year 2004. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley, to convene into closed session. Authonity: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1)(c) & (g).  Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mrs.Johnson, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None.Convened into closed session at 7:28 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to reconvene into open session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(2).

Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mrs. Johnson, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.  Reconvened at 8:21 PM.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to charge a penalty of $500.00 a day for six days, as a result of a discharge of phosphorus into the wastewater treatment plant system by Georgia Pacific Corporation. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, and Mrs.Wenzel. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Satterwhite, and Mrs. Johnson. Not carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to charge a penalty of $250.00 a day for two days, and pickup of costs incurred by the Phillips Water-Sewer utility for stabilizing plant operations as a result of a discharge of phosphorus in the wastewater treatment plant system by Georgia Pacific Corporation. City Attorney Marshall will draft a letter to Georgia Pacific Corporation explaining this action by the Common Council. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Satterwhite, and Mrs. Johnson. Alderperson voting nay: Mrs. Wenzel.

Alderperson abstaining: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn.  Carried.
