COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

…..of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of the Municipal Building on February 16, 2006.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM. Council present:  Mark Chrouser, Jay Reinke, Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Elvis Presley, and Jeff Fahl.
Also present were City Attorney Bruce Marshall, Terry Staroba, John Hendricks, David Sonntag, Ryan Stutzman and Clerk Mary Willett.

During the Public Comment item on the agenda, Mayor Boho stated he would be moving from Phillips the end of July 2006.

Motion by Ms. Johnson to approve the minutes as presented for December 29, 2005 and January 10, 2006 Council meetings.  Second by Mr. Presley.  Carried.

Mr. Presley motioned to approve payment of the vouches as recommended by the Personnel-Budget Finance Committee in the total amount of $803,499.40.  Mr. Reinke seconded.  Carried.

Mary Willett presented the Council with the Certificate from the Wisconsin State Historical Society, listing The Lidice Memorial on the Wisconsin State Register of Historic Places.  Therese Trojak and the Phillips Czech Fest have completed the laborious process and funded the entire project, which cost in excess of $1,400.00.  The nomination will be sent to the National Park Service in Washington, D.C. for the National Register.  Council directed Ms. Willett to have the certificate framed to hang on the wall in the Council Room.
The contracts for Ayres engineering services for the Water/Sewer facility and Ranger Services Inc were presented to Council for review.  The contracts were signed by Mayor Boho.
