COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on July 14th, 2009.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Laddy Hlavacek

2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson and Charles Peterson

3rd Aldermanic District:   Dorothy Hanish and Frank Crepinsek

City Attorney:  Bruce Marshall

Administration:  Mary M. Willett

Also present:  David Sonntag, Bronson Thalacker, Becky Smith, and Joe France.

Hlavacek/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of the June 9th council meeting as presented.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to pay the vouchers in total amount of $186,329.32 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Councilman Hlavacek asked for further detail regarding the Ayres Associates invoice for the Highway 13 intersection, and Clerk Willett read the invoice.  Motion carried with Mr. Hlavacek opposing.

Joe France presented the details to date for a Country music festival named Logjam which will take place July 30 – August 2, 2010 at the Price County fairgrounds.  This event will provide higher quality entertainment.  Nashville controls country music and the Nashville country organization is overseeing this event.

The web site, http://www.astarshows.com/LOG-JAM-Fest.html, for the event is growing fast and already exceeding early predictions for this stage in the timeline.  This event will not be like Rhinelander’s Hodag, but rather will be fashioned after the Countryfest in Cadott and Country USA festival in Oshkosh.  
Private landowners will provide campground sites and set the rules.

Each evening the main act will finish by 10:30 p.m. – all people will be out of the fairgrounds & into the surrounding businesses.  Only the performers, security and cleanup crews will be within the fairgrounds overnight.  There will be 11 security personnel at all times – everything will be coordinated to make a profit – tickets for parking and the event.  There will be one cash area on the grounds where tickets are sold for everything that would require cash at the fest.

Log Jam Music Fest will secure as many services as possible from Price County.

Mr. France emphasized he was not appearing before the Council to request money, only to inform the City about the 1st fest and to hope the City can cooperate by possibly offering campsites and parking opportunities for fest attendees.  The City explained to Mr. France that legal research would be necessary regarding camping because currently there is no camping allowed in the City of Phillips at all.

The first year will happen.   The 2nd year will take more planning.

Mr. France envisions camping and parking in the Elk Lake Park and parking lot – 200 vehicles, 200 vehicles parking at the City Beach – the baseball diamond off H out near would have camping and possible bathrooms with showers in the future, and campsites on City property on the lakes.

Mr. France envisions 1,000 campsites for $70 and up for the event and the property owners would set their rules.

Traffic patterns are being determined, bus shuttle possibilities are being sought, and Nashville will set up a very large stage to their standards facing County Road H. The stage area will hold 5,000 people the way it is right now.  A VIP section with catered meals and upfront seating is also being planned.

The county could benefit from the influx of fest visitors and possibly new businesses would spring up as was the case with a small community in Alabama which now hosts a country music fest.

The Council thanked Mr. France for sharing the information and the vision for the communities.

Hlavacek/Peterson motioned to approve the Volunteer Chaplain Agreement and Special Order with revisions which will only cite the City of Phillips.  The motion carried by a unanimous vote.

VOLUNTEER CHAPLAIN AGREEMENT

The City of Phillips (hereinafter “City”) and Marilyn Fisher (hereinafter “Chaplain”) 

agree as follows: 

1.The Chaplain has recently completed her formal training in a law 

enforcement chaplaincy program. As such, the Chaplain wishes to offer her 

services to the City and its law enforcement and administrative personnel as 

a public service and as a part of her personal Christian outreach while 

recognizing that her services will not be in the nature of personal evangelism 

and personal Christian witness, but rather in the nature of the provision of 

personal support and counseling for municipal law enforcement and 

administrative personnel. 

2.The City appreciates the potential benefit which chaplaincy services may 

provide as a means of personal care and counseling for its law enforcement 

and administrative personnel and, accordingly, wishes to engage the 

volunteer services of the chaplain. 

3.While the City and the Chaplain agree that all chaplaincy services, whether 

personal support, personal counseling or otherwise, shall be on a volunteer 

basis (subject only to potential reimbursement for pre-approved, out-of-pocket 

chaplain expenses), both sides acknowledge receipt of adequate 

consideration in support of this Volunteer Chaplain Agreement. 

4.As the chaplain service program develops, the City may adopt a more formal 

policy and procedure covering it. However, at the outset, the General Order

of the Phillips Police Department shall form a basic guideline for the 

program to be provided by the Chaplain for the City. The General Order

is simply a guide for illustration purposes only for the anticipated City 

chaplain service program. 

5.As a volunteer under the laws of the State of Wisconsin, the Chaplain 

understands that she will not be covered by any worker’s compensation 

insurance program of the City nor any of its subdivisions. At the outset of 

this agreement, both the City and the Chaplain understand that the Chaplain 

will be seen as an authorized volunteer and, as such, may be afforded 

liability insurance protection under the overall liability insurance program of 

the City as currently purchased through the League of Wisconsin 

Municipalities Mutual Insurance Company; however, such coverage is not a 

requirement of this Volunteer Chaplain Agreement. 

6.This agreement shall be in effect for an initial term of one (1) year and shall 

be automatically renewed annually thereafter; however, either the City or the 

Chaplain may terminate this agreement at will simply upon forwarding of 

written notice to that effect to the other party.

Johnson/Crepinsek motioned to adopt Resolution #1112 approving the recommendation to change the zoning of 604 Peterson Avenue from R-1 (Residential) to C-1(Commercial).

RESOLUTION TO REZONE ASPIRUS EXTENDED SERVICES PARCEL TO C-1

WHEREAS, Aspirus Extended Services, Inc. (hereinafter “Aspirus”) owns certain real estate in the City of Phillips located in the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter (SW¼-SW¼), Section Seventeen (17), Township Thirty-seven (37) North Range One (1) East, including land which it acquired from the Pleasant View Health Care Corporation in April, 2008 as well as real estate which it has acquired from the Railroad; and


WHEREAS, Aspirus has submitted a request, dated June 19, 2009 seeking to have a portion of the real estate rezoned to C-1 (Commercial) to allow a medical clinic to be constructed on the property; and


WHEREAS, at the time of the original request on June 19, 2009, a full surveyed description of the real estate sought to be zoned C-1 was not yet available, but was described as follows:

Lot 2 of Certified Survey Map No. 721 as recorded in Volume 3 of Certified Survey Maps on Page 377 as Doc. No. 264497, being located in the SW SW, 17-37-1 East, City of Phillips Price County, Wisconsin.

The following described real property located in the City of Phillips, Price County, Wisconsin, to wit:

The southernmost 283.62 feet of a parcel of land located in the West One-half of the Southwest Quarter (W 1/2 SW 1/4), Section Seventeen (17), Township Thirty-seven (37) North, Range One (1) East, of the 4th Principal Meridian, City of Phillips, Price County, Wisconsin, described as follows:

Commencing at the POINT OF INTERSECTION of the West line of the NW SW of said Section 17 and a line that lies parallel and/or concentric with and 100 feet normally distant Southwesterly from the centerline of the main track of Wisconsin Central, Ltd., as now located and constructed, the last said parallel and/or concentric line also being the Westerly property line of a parcel of land conveyed by DeWitt C. Johnson and Phyllis R. Johnson, by Deed dated July 31, 1991, and the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING;

Thence run Northeasterly at right angles to said main track centerline, also being along the South line of the aforesaid Raymond O. Johnson parcel, a distance of 50 feet, more or less, to a point of a line parallel and/or concentric with and 50.0 feet normally distant Southwesterly from said main track centerline;

Thence run Southeasterly and Southerly along the last said parallel and/or concentric line a distance of 1,670 feet, more or less, to a point on the North right of way line of County Highway D (Emery Street);

Thence run Westerly along said North right of way line of said County Highway D a distance of 50 feet, more or less, to a point on a line parallel and/or concentric with and 100 feet normally distant Westerly from said main track centerline, the last said parallel and/or concentric line also being along the Westerly line of a parcel of land conveyed by DeWitt C. Beebe and Wife to Wisconsin Central Railroad as referenced herein;

Thence run Northerly and Northwesterly along the last said parallel and/or concentric line a distance of 1,670 feet, more or less, to the POINT OF BEGINNING.

WHEREAS, Aspirus received a surveyed description and unrecorded certified survey map of the specific area requested to be zoned C-1 and forwarded said description and map to the City of Phillips prior to the public hearing to be held by the Phillips Planning Commission on July 2, 2009 on Aspirus’ zoning request; and


WHEREAS, the Phillips Planning Commission met on July 2, 2009, held a public hearing upon Aspirus’ zoning request and moved to recommend that the City Council approve Aspirus’ request that its designated real estate (identified by the surveyed description and the unrecorded certified survey map referenced above) be zoned C-1 to allow for use as a medical clinic; and


WHEREAS, Aspirus has now completed approval and recording of its previously unrecorded certified survey map referenced above such that the correct description of the real estate which Aspirus requests be zoned C-1 shall be as follows:

Lot 2 of Certified Survey Map No. 1245 as recorded in Volume 6 of Certified Survey Maps on Page 359-360 as Doc. No. 350048, being located in the SW SW, 17-37-1 East, City of Phillips Price County, Wisconsin. 
Said real estate has recently been assigned the address of 604 Peterson Avenue. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Phillips hereby grants Aspirus’ zoning request and approves zoning the above-referenced real estate (described by its most recently recorded certified survey map description) as C-1 (Commercial).

Johnson/Hanish motioned to adopt Resolution #1111 supporting the continuation of UW-Extension services in Price County.  The motion carried unanimously with strong supporting comments from the council members.

RESOLUTION SUPPORTING UW-EXTENSION, PRICE COUNTY 


WHEREAS, there has been discussion of reduction and/or elimination of UW-Extension in Price County;


WHEREAS, the City of Phillips has a had a positive longstanding relationship with UW-Extension; and

              WHEREAS, the UW-Extension is our link to the University system and the subsequent research data and resources; and

             WHEREAS,  the City of Phillips benefits from the WIS-Line trainings offered through UW-Extension by having trainings and updates available in the UW-Extension office rather than traveling to another location for the mandated trainings; and


WHEREAS, the City of Phillips has relied on Community Resource Development personnel to provide effective assistance with economic development strategy, business counseling, local government training, emergency planning, general planning assistance, grant writing assistance, assistance with budget and financial planning (especially with the G.R.E.A.T data provided by UW-Extension), the tree planning, planting and maintenance, marketing and Chamber assistance (First Impressions, etc); and

WHEREAS, the invaluable, expert assistance of family living has educated many residents with budgeting assistance, working with foreclosure situations and housing issues, parenting education, babysitting classes and nutrition and food security(including the hunger task force work currently evolving) – so necessary in these very tough economic times; and

WHEREAS, the agriculture and natural resources benefits to the city have included the creation of the very successful farmer’s market, several rain gardens, community gardens and master gardener education.  City residents benefit from the knowledge resource for horticulture, insects and pests, and soils information available right here from a person who can stop over and identify; and  

WHEREAS,  the City of Phillips recognizes the positives gleaned from the 4-H and youth development within our schools, community, and educational youth programs developing life skills not taught elsewhere (such as citizenship and leadership development) – after school, community service and library programs, and the county fair which exhibits the culmination of the 4-H’s yearly efforts – be it the market animal sale, sewing projects or other exhibits.; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Phillips City Council recognizes that now, during very tough economic times, the community who are most vulnerable and the municipality rely more heavily on the UW-Extension services; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Phillips supports UW-Extension, Price County for all the aforementioned reasons and is concerned that if these services are eliminated, the costs for these services sought elsewhere (if they exist elsewhere) would be a significant financial burden to the municipality in these restrictive revenue times.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Phillips strongly requests and recommends the continuance of the UW-Extension, Price County services.

The Council directed Clerk Mary Willett to obtain more definitive quotes for the updating of the City of Phillips Comprehensive Plan.
