The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 p.m.  Those present included:

Johnson/Hanish motioned to adopt the minutes of the April 14th and 21st council meetings as presented.  The motion carried.

Johnson/Crepinsek motioned to pay the vouchers in the total amount of $155,997.07 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.

Reinke/Johnson motioned to approve the Mayoral appointments of Leslie Hauschild to the Board of Appeals and of Patrick Croy as an alternate to the Board of Appeals.  Carried.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Common Council of the City of Phillips recognizes the importance of the 2010 Census and agrees to form a Complete Count Committee and to promote the Census to assure that all residents of our community are counted.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the committee shall be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Common Council of the City of Phillips.
