COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 5:30 p.m.  Those present included:

Also present:  Jeff Williams, Mike Stoffel, Tim Hanish and Anna Marie – Price County Review.

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. Clark/Hanish motioned to approve January 12, 2016 Council Meeting Minutes.  Carried
2. Clark/Klimowski motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $309,582.49.  Carried
3. Hanish/Vlach motioned to proceed with the remodel for the Evidence Room as recommended by the Committee of the Whole.  Carried
4. 105 Princeton Valley Lane house plans:  Revak stated the house is only insured for $20,000.  The house is assessed at $78,000 per the taxes.  The City needs to decide what they are going to do with it.  Mayor Peterson stated it is in need of repair other that the water damage.  It was discussed to put it up for bids with the understanding that it has to be moved off of the lot by a certain date.  Revak will check with the insurance company to see if it is decided not to repair the house if the City would still get the $20,000.
Hanish/Klimowski motioned to direct Revak to bid out the sale of the house on Princeton Valley Lane after consulting with the insurance company and Legal Counsel.  Carried
5. Clark/Hanish motioned authorizing payment of Pay Request #3 to CTW Corporation in the amount of $29,300.33 as recommended by the Committee of the Whole.  Carried
6. Water/Sewer Revenue Bonds:  This may not happen until next year.  The idea of the revenue bonds is to take out a loan in the amount of 1.3 million and repay TID #4 for the water sewer costs from the projects in 2014 and 2015.  This would free up TID funds to cover the cost of repaving street projects.
7. 2015 street projects:  Nothing new
8. 2016 street projects:  Stoffel presented the Council with costs for upcoming street projects and Well #7 update.  Stoffel reported on the different options of Well #7 and the concern about getting to close to septic systems.  There were some alternate routes for getting the water connected into the city’s water system.  Tim Hanish had some concerns about his well and water due to the location of Well #7.  Stoffel stated they would be doing more testing to make sure it wouldn’t affect his water supply.  The council gave the direction for Stoffel to proceed and plan on including the new piping on Highway H, using as few fire hydrants as possible, taking the shorter of the two routes to connect the water (blue) and to use PVC for the piping.
