DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. Clark/Hanish motioned to approve February 9, 2016 Council Meeting Minutes.  Carried
2. Heitkemper/Klimowski motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $1,450,656.55.  Carried
3. Clark/Heitkemper motioned to put out for bids the scheduled roads for 2016 as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried
4. Tomaszewski/Vlach motioned to approve Resolution #1166 approving the project plan amendment #5 for tax incremental district no.4 of the City of Phillips, Wisconsin and making certain findings with respect thereto.  Carried
5. Pedestrian cross walk policy:  If requested by a business then the city will install the signs and the business will pay for it.  There was discussion on if the crosswalks needed to be painted or if it was a maintenance item.  Also, if other businesses wanted signs installed or crosswalks painted they must seek permission from the City.  Vlach/Clark motioned to proceed with crosswalk sign installation requested by business.  Carried
6. Gravel crushing and top soil needed: Williams stated that they only have about 10 yards of top soil left and are down to 50-60 yards of gravel.  They do have top soil that can be screened, Damrow out of Park Falls has done it in the past.  TID #4 used a lot of gravel, but that will be replaced.  The new street projects won't produce reclaimed cement and blacktop because it will be pulverized.  It was agreed that they will put out bids on someone to do the gravel.
7. 105 Princeton Valley Lane house plans:  Revak stated that the City did receive the $20,000 from the insurance company and that can be used for demolition if need be.  A notice for bids was also presented as it will go in the paper with the corrections suggested by the council.  It was discussed how the basement would be removed, but will be discussed further closer to the end of the bid date.  It was also discussed that Bruce could write up a contract with the buyer with specific dates the property is to be removed by.
8. Committee Reports.

Ambulance – Next meeting will be April 26th.  March 19th there is also the even at Birch Island, where there are tickets for sale for purchase of a new ambulance.
