1. Tomaszewski/ Clark moved to approve February 13, 2018 Council Meeting Minutes. Carried

2. Clark/ Heitkemper moved to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $172,337.79. Carried

Shelby will talk to the auditors to see how this situation should be handled.
