COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 5:30 p.m.  Those present included:

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. Heitkemper/ Tomaszewski moved to approve September 11, 2018 Council Meeting Minutes. Carried

2. Tomaszewski/ Heitkemper moved to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $222,874.56. Carried

3. Set November’s Committee of the Whole meeting date and time. November 6th at 5:30pm.

4. Tomaszewski/ Heitkemper moved to approve the revised location of the Price is Everything website on the Welcome to Phillips sign as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried
5. Discussion/Action regarding Splash Pad utility shed.

Kristen Harper updated the Council about the progress of the Splash Pad project.  Komarek drilled a test well and the water was good, they were getting 80 gallons per minute, so they do not believe getting the required 110 gallons a minute will be an issue.  Once they get their permits from the DNR they are going to move forward with the well and get things ready to put up a little 8X12 utility shed.  The shed will be donated and will house the electrical, hoses, and another item.  The concrete work is going to be donated by Klienhans’ and they are hoping to know by January or February if the fundraising efforts are enough to build in spring of 2019.  They have two more donating events set up as of now.  The first being a kid’s item garage sale at the Municipal building on November 3rd.  The second being the Polar Plunge at Harbor View.

Heitkemper/Tomaszewski moved to allow the Splash Pad to place a utility shed at the Elk Lake Park, working with Jeff Williams to determine the best location.  Carried
6. Discussion/Action regarding signing of placement of agent for refinancing debt.

There was discussion regarding refinancing some old 2010 debt to try to save some money by hopefully getting a lower interest rate.  If the City wanted to look at getting quotes from local banks, we could have a local bank refinance it and then have Baird be our agent to work on the closing out and the loan.  Heitkemper suggested checking with local banks to see what the interest rates would be for that debt.

7. Discussion/Action regarding Financing of 2019 Eyder Street Project.
The City could take out a local loan to finance the street project so that it is only a 2-3-year loan instead of combining it with the 2010 debt which would then drag it out the payments for 5-6 years.  Shelby will get quotes from the local banks.

8. Hanish/Vlach moved to approve the final Pay Request #6 for James Peterson Sons, Inc in the amount of $17,814.56 as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried
9. Discussion/Action regarding Flight System Repair.

Shelby checked with Lon from the DNR and this repair would qualify for the special equipment replacement fund, so the City does have the means to do this repair.  The council is directing Todd Toelle to make the determination if the repair needs to be done to then do the repair using the SDP Fund.

Jim Pisca presented the Council with a plan to get the fire department air packs replaced.  The plan listed out each year with how many air packs, or sometimes other equipment replacements, would be purchased as well as every other year to replete the fire equipment fund from the fire calls the department does every year.
12. Committee Reports:
Ambulance: Working on the finalizing of the sale of the building.  They are in a contract in their current building until January 1st.  They are also refurbishing the rescue 6-wheeler and that should be done by the end of the month.
Library:  They are having a book to movie book club on Mondays.  Smoky the Bear is going to be at the Library at 4:00pm on 10/10.  They are looking for members for a small committee that will help with picking out details for the library redesign project.  They are doing a game night the 1st of November 1-3pm and another session from 5-7pm.  Will have budget numbers ready for the Public Hearing.
Chamber: Fall Fest had about a $4,000 profit, but the $2,100 of that was cranberry sales that had taken place all year.  Working on memberships right now.
