DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. Heitkemper/ Vlach moved to approve October 9, 2018 Council Meeting Minutes. Carried

2. Clark/ Tomaszewski moved to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $581,505.07. Carried

3. Heitkemper/ Clark moved to allow the request of Randy Spacek to reduce the set back on Oak St and S Avon to build a duplex as recommended by the Board of Adjustments and Appeals. Carried

4. Klimowski/Tomaszewski moved to adopt the 2019 proposed budget as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Roll Call: Clark – aye, Heitkemper – aye, Tomaszewski – aye, Vlach – aye, Hanish – absent, Klimowski – aye.  Motion Carried.

5. Vlach/ Clark moved to correct the title of Resolution #1184 to Resolution #1186 Authorization to Borrow Funds for Purchase of new headquarters for Central Price County Ambulance Service as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried

6. Tomaszewski/ Heitkemper moved to approve Pay Request #1 for American Asphalt in the amount of $409,938.63 as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried

7. Discussion/Action regarding replacing retiring DPW employee

Jeff Williams would had originally thought he just wanted to hire part-time seasonal help to replace the retiring employee, but he has since decided to hire another full-time employee.  There was some discussion regarding some position changes internally in the DPW and Water/Sewer departments and the current staff before we advertise for a full-time position.  More was discussed regarding advertising for a full-time w/s worker instead of a DPW position.
Heitkemper/ Tomaszewski moved to look at a full-time position to replace the DPW employee with a full time Water-Sewer guy with a water/sewer background or a strong desire to learn the water-sewer position. Carried
8. Discussion/Action regarding Sewer Rates.

Mike Stoffel presented the council with a report that outlined the water and sewer utilities as separate entities to show their incomes and expenses while operating separately.  In this summary of the utilities the sewer side is not being able to support itself and is sucking off the water utility.  This has brought up the need for a sewer rate increase.

9. Discussion/Action regarding Treatment Plant Evaluation

Along with the presentation about the water and sewer rates from above, Mike Stoffel also talked about the need for a treatment plant evaluation that would assist Todd Toelle in creating a maintenance schedule for all aspects of the plant that need to be upgraded and repaired.  A couple months back Greg from Town & County came to the plant to look at the plant, so they could determine a price of this Facility Assessment. The assessment would cost around $12,000-$15,000.
Vlach/Clark moved to allow moving forward with the Facility Assessment.  Carried

10. Discussion/Action regarding American Legion using closet in City Hall kitchen.

Shelby was approached by the American Legion Ladies Auxiliary about the possibility of using the closet in the kitchen like they have done in previous years.  The council gave the direction to go ahead and allow the use.
11. Committee Reports:
Ambulance: In the process of moving buildings.  They are currently operating in he new building as of today and the rest of the stuff will be moved by the 1st of the year.
Chamber: Had their annual dinner on Monday the 12th.  The business of the year was Warga’s and the citizen of the year was Mark Brzeskiewicz.  Making about 30,000 visitor’s guides and those will be out the 1st of the year and the Christmas parade is going to be December 7th.
