DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. Minor Subdivision DGI – Phillips LLC located at 715 S. Lake Ave:

There is an approved offer to purchase with contingency’s to get all the permits.  Peterson understands what the building was there prior to this and he understands Corcilius wanted to know if it is in the City of Phillips best interest to land lock city property.  Warga will not agree to another driveway being put in at that property.  The City of Phillips is not in charge of saying whether a driveway can go in or not.
